Students need the guidance of a reading expert to encourage them to read more and to love reading.  To be proficient and competent citizens, students need to master research techniques, skillful use of the Internet, ethical use of information, cyber-safety, and other skills that are indicative of a strong school library program taught by a certificated school librarian. 

During these assessment driven times students need more help with literacy, not less, and more instruction in dealing with the effective use of information could cause a serious effect on your students' achievement.  Certified licensed library media specialists are trained to select excellent resources to encourage student reading and support the curriculum, to give instruction in 21st century skills, and to co-teach with every teacher, every teaching style, and every learning style.  I sincerely hope you will continue to provide your students with library programs in each school led by a full-time certificated school library media specialist.  

As a decision maker, I am hoping you find the means to make a difference for the future of all your students, future wage earners, and future informed citizens by retaining the certificated school library media specialists.
