Dr. Osamu Tezuka was a Japanese manga artist,
animator, producer and medical doctor, although he
never practiced medicine. Born in Osaka Prefecture,
he is best known as the creator of Astro Boy and
Kimba the White Lion. He is often credited as the
"Father of Anime", and is often considered the
Japanese equivalent to Walt Disney, who served as
a major inspiration during his formative years. His
prolific output, pioneering techniques, and
innovative redefinitions of genres earned him such
titles as "the father of manga" and "the god of
manga".

Book Summary:

Black Jack is a genius surgeon who never acquired
his license due to his clashes with the medical
establishment. He is hired out by anyone willing to
pay his exorbitant rates and is perceived as a
heartless rogue because of his enigmatic nature and
antisocial manner.

Kaoru Kurimoto is the pen name of Sumiyo
Imaoka, an award-winning Japanese novelist.
Imaoka also uses the pen name Azusa Nakajima to
write criticism. She is best known for her record-
breaking 123-volume Guin Saga series, which has
been translated into English, German, French,
Italian and Russian. In her early twenties, she won
the Gunzo Prize for New Writers (Criticism), as
Azusa Nakajima, in 1977, and the Edogawa Rampo
prize in 1978. This spectacular introduction to the



literary world drew a lot of attention, especially as
she was the youngest ever winner of the Edogawa
Rampo prize. Her use of two pen names was also
discussed, and shortly after she won the Rampo
prize the magazine Heibon Panchi featured a
conversation between the 'two' writers.
