• The right to use all or part of the material contained in the Work in a book by the Author, or in a collection of 

the Author’s work 
• The right to use and distribute the Work internally at the Author’s place of employment, and for promotional 

and any other noncommercial purposes 
• The right to use figures and tables from the Work for any purpose 
• The right to make oral presentations of material from the Work 
• The right to use and distribute the Work on the Author’s Web site 

Such license shall be effective thirty (30) days after the Work is first published in the above-referenced publication. 

3. The Author represents and warrants that the Work: (a) is the Author’s original Work, and that Author has full 
power to enter into this Agreement; (b) does not infringe the copyright or property right of another; (c) contains no 
material which is obscene, libelous, defamatory or violates another’s civil right, right of privacy, or is otherwise 
unlawful; and (d) has not been previously published, in whole or in part, except as follows:
