Á There is no need to enter a response under each item. 
Á If a Chapter has only one activity from the past year that is applicable, it is fine to just enter 

one thing.  The important thing is quality, not quantity. 
Á Only enter a response once - choose the most appropriate place for that item.  The ACRL 

staff takes these responses and compiles them into one extremely large document for the 
Board. The document contains the responses from all ACRL units: Chapters, Sections, 
Committees, etc. so listing the same entry more than once creates confusion. 

Á Response lengths vary from very short (2-3 sentences) to much longer (3-4 paragraphs) - 
either way is fine.

Over the last few years, ACRL and we, its members, have built up a successful network to 
move our professionôs legislative efforts forward: connection to ALAôs Washington Office; 
scholarly communications/government relations specialist Kara Malenfant; committees such 
as government relations and copyright; and, most importantly, our volunteers, who take 
individual roles within the ACRL structure.  These include: 
 

 ACRL Legislative Advocates:  Selected by ACRL, legislative advocates  
a) work to support the passage of key legislation with their appropriate 

representatives,  
b) raise awareness of and promote key legislation within their immediate 

environments (campuses, etc.), and  
c) communicate with ACRL about their efforts.

 Chapters Council Legislative Network Representatives:  Affiliated with each state, a representative works within 
that state to  

a) raise awareness of federal and state legislative issues that affect our profession 
b) help librarians advocate effectively with their legislators, and 
c) provide a communication link on legislative issues between the state and ACRL/ALA.

 ACRL Chapters Council Legislative Liaison:  The primary role of the liaison to the Chapters Council Legislative 
Network Representatives is to help with their legislative efforts.  In addition, the liaison coordinates 
communication among chapter legislative coordinators, and with ACRL and relevant groups within ACRL.  As this 
role is still evolving, this charge will be adjusted as needs are identified and ways are found to meet those needs. 

 
As Iôve just been appointed to be your Chapters Council Legislative Liaison, I wanted to write this short piece to introduce 
myself and to find out how I can be most helpful to you. 
 
First, some background about my legislative experience within ACRL.  Iôve served on the Government Relations and the 
Copyright Committees, I was a Legislative Network Representative in Michigan, then California (a position just taken by 
Don Page of Cal Poly Pomona), and I am currently a Legislative Advocate and your Chapters Council Legislative Liaison.  
In my role as Legislative Network Representative, one of my efforts was to disseminate information through a semi-
monthly email to keep my constituents informed about various issues and to let them know when we needed their help in 
the form of letters or contacts with their legislators.  Between when I began (2002) and the end of my term (2008), those 
emails ended up being re-distributed by others to listservs for the California Community Colleges, the Sierra-Nevada 
Chapter of the Special Libraries Association, the ñlegnetò listserv for Legislative Network Representatives, and, 
occasionally, a few other lists and individuals as well.  All it took was time and persistence. 
 
After spending six years as Californiaôs Legislative Network Representative, I decided that it was time to step down.  Now, 
Iôve been offered this chance to help Chapters Council and the group to which I belonged for so many years.  To do a 
good job in my new role, I would like to get to know you and to learn about your needs.   
 
I am aware that each state has its own unique configuration, that some states have representatives and some donôt, and 
that some are able to be more active than others.  Each of you, therefore, may need something different.  In the end, my 
question is quite simple:   
 
How can I help you?

Southern California Instruction Librarians (SCIL) 
The SCIL Spring Program (held on May 23 at Azusa 
Pacific University), ñMaking Change for the Better,ò 
focused on Kaizen, a Japanese theory made famous by 
Toyota for improving service and production. Kaizen 
consultant, Dr. Toni Davies, led a group of 40 librarians 
through the concepts that frame personal paradigms 
preventing us from seeing the true state of libraries in 
which we work. A Kaizen environment evaluates with 
data, allows real issues to emerge, decreases negative 
blaming activity, increases trust, increases quality of 
communication and increases capability through 
continuous learning. Even small changes for the better 
will make instruction librariansô work more effective. 
 

CARL Information Technology Interest Group 
The theme for the 4

th
 Annual CARL Information 

Technology Interest Group Workshop, held on July 25, 
2008, was ñMashup the Library.ò This workshop focused 
on exploring technology trends that remix library and 

information resources in new and exciting ways. Over 70 
individuals attended the day-long workshop which 
featured a variety of speakers and demonstrations. 
Rachel Smith, Vice President of NMC Services for the 
New Media Consortium was the leadoff speaker. She 
directs the creation of the annual Horizon report ï a 
collaborative project of the NMC and the EDUCAUSE 
Learning Initiative. This report identifies and describes 
emerging technologies that are likely to have a large 
impact on teaching and learning in higher education 
settings. Ms. Smith reviewed this yearôs forecast which 
included descriptions/applications of Grassroots Video, 
Collaborative Web, Data Mashups, Collected 
Intelligence, and Social Operating Systems. The second 
speaker, Dr. Raymond Yee, is a visiting scholar at the 
University of California, Berkeleyôs School of Information, 
where he teaches the course ñMixing and Remixing 
Information.ò He is also the author of Pro Web 2.0 
Mashups: Remixing Data and Web Services (Apress, 
2008). Using examples from Google Maps and the 
Craigslist Web site, Dr. Yee demonstrated how Housing 
Maps creates a visual display of current home rental 
opportunities in the Bay Area. Other examples 
demonstrated were the LibraryLookup Project by John 
Ludel, and Geotagging in Flickr using Google Maps. In 
the afternoon, Jill Tinsley, a recent MLIS graduate from 
the University of Arizona, provided a survey of visual 
searching resources, including oSkope Visual Search, 
Aquabrowser, WebBrain, Tafiti, Viewzi, and SearchMe. 
This yearôs Cool Tools! Demonstrations included Virtual 
Shelf ï a student project created for the Open Library 
Project of the Internet Archive ï it allows users to 
visually explore online print collections. Attendees were 
also provided a tour of the Harrington Learning 
Commons, Sobrato Technology Center, and Orradre 
Library at Santa Clara University, which features their 
Automatic Retrieval System, reconfigurable collaborative 
spaces, casual lounge seating, video editing suites, 
educational experimentation rooms, and a café. For 
presentation slides and links, please see:
