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ALCTS ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

July 2007 – December 2007

· ALCTS was notified in December that it received a grant of $30,000 from the ALA2010 Fund to evaluate and acquire an electronic manuscript system.  

· The official 2007 ALA report on membership listed ALCTS with 5,151 members, an overall increase of 5.5%:  3,248 personal, 477 student, 92 support staff, 156 international, 607    institutional.  AS=1,790 (8.75%), CCS=2,859 (8.2%), CMDS=2.065 (10.4%), CRS=1,761 (5.6%), PARS=1,317 (9%)  

· $50 for 50 years fundraising campaign will be listed in the GiveALA web site – totals as of December 26:  89 donors, $8,115

· “Fundamentals of Acquisitions” web course was given twice in the fall with sell out audiences.  It will be repeated after Midwinter.  ALCTS hopes to have two new web courses ready to be given in the spring:  collection development and 

· ALCTS held three workshops in November and December and one more just before Midwinter hosted by the University of the Arts.  A December workshop on map cataloging was hosted at the Field Museum in Chicago in conjunction with their maps exhibit which opened in November.

· We will be offering a more intensive CE program in the spring and summer most co-sponsored by outside organizations.   

· Charles Wilt attended the Program for Cooperative Cataloging meeting in Washington, November 1 and 2.  Rebecca Mugridge, Penn State and ALCTS member, is chair.

· Charles Wilt and ALCTS President-elect Dina Giambi attended the American Society of Association Executives CEO Symposium in Baltimore, November 5 and 6.  This is an annual event that the Executive Director and the President-elect attends.  

· Charles Wilt attended an all day staff only planning session in October for the ALA2010 Plan that focused on Goal Six, Organizational Excellence.

· The ALCTS Staff attended the American Society of Association Executives Annual Conference in August in Chicago.

· Julie Reese attended training sessions on Moodle a web course software that replaced  WebCT this fall.

· The ALCTS staff attended the Association Forum of Chicagoland’s Holiday Showcase in December.  The Showcase is one day of educational events and a trade show. 

· The Executive Committee met October 19-20.  The Executive Committee also met with the ALA Executive Board on Friday afternoon for a discussion of the 7 Measures of Successful Associations.  The spring meeting is scheduled for March 31 and April 1.

· ALCTS has one Midwinter Symposium on January 11th,  Risk and Entrepreneurship.

· LRTS back issues (to Vol. 1) have been converted to digital form by Haverford College.  They will be posted as soon as the web site stabilizes after the recent conversion.

· The ALCTS web site has now been converted to Collage, ALA’s new content management system.  Clean up work continues.  

· ALA moved to Outlook for email this fall.  ALCTS staff were moved in October and November.

· ALA publishing bought an e-publishing platform, Metapress, which is a subsidiary of EBSCO.  This purchase will afford ALCTS the opportunity to move more quickly to an 

e-LRTS.
