· Submission deadlines for ANO content and author guidelines for submissions were included as part of the masthead/editorial policy, beginning with Vol. 17, no. 4 (June).  

· “Looking Ahead,” the calendar of events now includes a statement that conference reports will be accepted for events listed in the calendar, as well as for other technical services related events.  The calendar content has been expanded encompass a broad range of topics that will appeal to the diverse technical services interests of our membership.
