Moved and passed that:  the ALCTS Board adopt the Consent Agenda, Doc. AC08.02.
New Business 

The Board discussed the new E-Forum discussion list. Bluh and Giambi would like to see it continue. Please send ideas for topics to Bluh, Giambi, and Case. The three day discussions are working well. It was suggested that having a moderator and agenda in advance would help the discussion. Moderators should send out notices to listservs to open the discussion, and summarize the discussion when it closes. There is no need to be an ALCTS member to register for the listserv and contribute to the discussion. 
A webinar was held in collaboration with NISO. There were 115 registrations, which were priced at the institution level, not at the attendee level. There were more than 115 participants on the Webinar, and there were a number of international attendees. Similar sessions will be planned for the future.
Councilor Report
Council and Executive Board documents are available on ALA website:  Our Association/Governance/Council or Executive Board/Actions

Casey gave a review of the Midwinter meeting council session. BARC reported that ALA is in good fiscal shape, a graduated dues structure would be too expensive to study, and they are looking at doing a demographic survey of ALA members. The motion for creating open listservs was transferred to the Task Force on Electronic Member Participation (TFOEMP). The Executive Board reviewed election guidelines, and this was supported by the Committee on Ethics. Council approved the ALCTS resolution recognizing Lynn El Hoshy. Attendance at the Midwinter 2008 meeting was 13,601.
Topics on the current Council agenda: a letter to the GPO, which the ALCTS board is supporting; a resolution on Cuba which has no second. The ALCTS resolutions on LC funding and preservation policy are out at Council and the division Boards are discussing.
President’s Update
Document:  AC08.07    2008 Election Results    
Moved and passed that: accept amended election results for 2008.
The president’s program will be on Monday at 10:30. Awards will be given at the membership meeting, since there will not be a separate awards reception due to lack of funding. The new ALCTS Board will take over on Tuesday. There will be an Executive Session on Monday for Wilt’s review. 
President-elect Update
Giambi was unable to attend the meeting. She is working on appointing new division committee chairs and is part of the ALA group working on a 7 Measures report. Giambi’s president program will feature speaker James Cuno, director of the Art Institute of Chicago. 
Past-President Update

This year’s Emerging Leaders group did a project for the leadership development committee and they got positive feedback on the project. Johnson was able to spend time with the group, and they were pleased with the support that they got from ALCTS. 
Johnson will attend the ALA Presidents breakfast tomorrow morning where they will discuss how ALA computes division resources. Johnson was also elected to ALA conference committee for 2008-10, Brian Schoettlander had served previously. The nominating committee met on Saturday morning. They will start contacting people in the immediate future, identifying candidates for director at large and president-elect.

Executive Director Update

Wilt shared  new Midwinter Meeting and Annual Conference schedules for 2010. The ALA Board will make a final decision at their October meeting. Council II will now be Monday morning and Council III will be moved to Tuesday morning.
Wilt urged committees to think about the need for committees to meet twice a year, every year. 2009-2010 will be difficult since there will be two Annual meetings in the same fiscal year. The Board needs evaluate the current meeting schedule to see if each section can spread to the “wings” of the schedule. If ALCTS does not make the shift, ALA will do it for us. Sections should think about having more all-committee meetings.  
In October, ALA will institute a new online community space based on a Drupal platform. This will be easier to use than the current software, and will include whiteboards, wikis, blogs, etc. Every committee will have a space on the new platform.
ALA Executive Board Liaison 
Roberta Stevens reported from the ALA Executive Board. The ALA website redesign is set to go live at the end of August or beginning of September. There will be improved social networking function and a better search feature. The Library Education Task Force has put forth core competencies for librarianship, which they will present to Council tomorrow. ALTA and FOLUSA are in talks to merge. ALA is pushing for new scholarships through endowments and planned giving.

ALA will shorten the length of Annual Conference in 2010, creating advantages for members with fewer expenses. This will bring the Annual Conference in line with the Midwinter Meeting for exhibits, which will open on Friday night and close on Monday afternoon. A two meeting system will continue for the next ten years, as contracts are in place for those meetings.
ALA is supporting membership with a pavilion in the exhibit hall. There are 101 sessions for new members, and 250 ambassadors helping out at the pavilion. 

Jim Retting is creating an e-participation platform. He is looking at creating a Craig’s list of opportunities, online salons for ALA leaders, and YouTube questions. 
ALA Legislative Assembly 

Duncan Stewart reported on the discussion of e-government at the Legislative Assembly. The Committee on Legislation has been involved in the telecom immunity and national security letter reform bills. There has been a boost in funding for LSTA, but there is no increase in funding to school libraries. The Committee on Legislation will have a statement on professional ethics for ALA Council to endorse. The funding for the Library of Congress was also discussed. On July 1, the vendors at the exhibit hall will be involved with the Virtual Library Day on the Hill between 8:00 and noon.
LCWG report and plan
Documents:  January report; ALCTS analysis; LC response to report (on ALCTS website under Resources in right hand navigation)
Giambi joined the meeting by telephone.

Deanna Marcum, Associate Librarian for Library Services, visited the board to discuss the report of the Working Group on the Future of Bibliographic Control and how it affects ALCTS. Marcum was grateful for how ALCTS responded to the report and is working on a plan for implementation. Marcum is speaking to the entire library community in order to engage them on these issues. 
The Library of Congress response to the report was created after the report was given to three groups at LC for review. They looked at each of the recommendations and made recommendations for adoption by LC. Having this staff involvement helped them to go into detail on what LC has already been doing. 
LC recognizes that the RDA machine was still moving during the process of reporting and review. NAL and NLM were invited to consider an approach to the recommendation. The main concern was there is not enough information to make a commitment to implementation. The three libraries will make a decision together after testing technical, organizational, and financial milestones. LC is expecting a distribution of RDA in March/April 2009, with 6-9 months of testing after release. The decision for implementation will be made only after the testing period, the libraries will probably not implement before end of the 2009 calendar year. 
Bluh reported that ALCTS has analyzed the LCWG report and appointed a task force to focus on the top ten recommendations that would be workable in a reasonable timeframe for the coming year. Kate Harcourt from Columbia is chair of this task force. 

Bluh asked Marcum to speak to the concept of a “national library.” Marcum responded that there is no statute making LC the national library, and that there is tension between service to Congress and service to nation. There has traditionally been a generous view of what LC should do for the nation, e.g. making cataloging data available and representing the United States in national library meetings. 
Marlene Harris from the Chicago Public Library was concerned that the advisory group was not a broadly representative group, with only one public library at the table. Marcum commented that ALA was the naming group who sent the representatives, and many other communities were not represented, such as the state libraries. 
Lasater felt that the conversation is somewhat out of sync with what was wanted by the library community. There is currently only one LC staff member coordinating over 500 NACO libraries. The efforts for cooperative cataloging are running into trouble as the process at LC is slowing them down. Marcum said that the LC response is not an implementation plan. The strongest recommendation is the theme of cooperation and broadening participation in the bibliographic community. LC is studying how to reorganize to give cooperative cataloging the proper focus.
Case asked what the impediments are to an online collaborative bibliographic future. Marcum said that technology has been an impediment. Cooperative cataloging is thinking on a 1970s economic model. We need to rethink incentives and disincentives to participation. Libraries need to get metadata from earlier in the chain of acquisitions. There needs to be a way to incorporate user-generated metadata and maintain the quality that libraries are known for. The LC image project with Flickr created 8 million user generated tags in two months. 

Hart asked Marcum if the issue is about a lack of money and lack of resources, or is it to create better cataloging. Marcum responded that LC is thinking about how they allocate resources. There is a large budget for processing materials and paying people, but access from user perspective has suffered.
Picknally Camden brought up the issue of cataloging beyond the routine materials, leading to an impact on materials that are “special” – languages, collections, etc. Marcum said that LC takes that role seriously. They are collecting more in foreign languages than most libraries. LC is working with six overseas offices and training native-language staff so that materials come to LC pre-cataloged. Due to an increase of electronic access to materials, there are fewer materials added physically to the LC collection. LC believes that they are still collecting materials on behalf of the nation.
Bluh wrapped up the discussion with Marcum by asking what ALCTS can think about specifically to help libraries move forward. Marcum said that LC is committed to coordinating groups who are working on implementing the recommendations. They will have a space on their website for groups to register their work and results. ALCTS can take the lead by incorporating other players that have not been at the table in the process. ALCTS should look at including more libraries in the discussion. 
ALCTS Board / Working Group / Guest discussion
As a member of the working group, Casey was part of conversation with R2 Consulting at LC. The group emphasized the importance of going beyond academic libraries and including more public libraries in the discussion. Other ALCTS board members felt that school librarians and archivists have been left out of discussions up until this point. Johnson suggested talking to more information providers who are dependant upon bibliographic and authority data, such as book vendors, OCLC, etc. Bluh asked how the ALCTS task force can reach out to other groups. Wilt said we need to focus the task force’s charge and bring in other groups as needed. ALCTS is in the best position to coordinate this effort. 
The board discussed how to coordinate cataloging efforts in light of staff and financial cutbacks. There has not been a new BIBCO member in five or six years. Libraries need to shift to a concept of sharing whatever level of metadata that they can create. The records can grow over time in a cooperative environment like OCLC. At the same time, OCLC is sometimes a barrier to participation due to the cost of an OCLC cataloging subscription. How can libraries participate on the “networked level” if they can afford to join to cooperative?
Continuance
Moved and passed that: continuing the meeting until Monday, June 30, 2008 at 1:30pm.
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Executive Session
Moved and passed that: the evaluation for Charles Wilt be accepted and transmitted to Mary Ghikas.

ALA Washington Office Report 
Emily Sheketoff joined the Board to report from the ALA Washington Office. In response to the FDLP and GPO report, ALA and the Committee on Legislation submitted a letter to GPO with concerns, challenges, and ideas. GPO submitted a draft report on June 2 and comments were due by June 15. ALA submitted comments in collaboration with divisions such as ALCTS. GPO extended the comment period to June 30, ALA kept the original letter that was submitted. There was a resolution at Council on this issue. Sheketoff thanked the Board for the work ALCTS did on the report.
Sheketoff asked for information on 2007 federal grants and their impact on libraries. Hart got word out and the Washington Office has had responses. Sheketoff asked for specific stories from the Midwest flooding, including any collections that were destroyed since emergency preservation plans were not in place. Hart said that the training for response teams after Hurricane Katrina was supported heavily by NEH.
ALA is advocating for a reasonable solution to orphan works legislation. Historically significant works should be made available to the nation. There was a three year study of Section 108, and a report is available at www.copyright.gov. Recommendations included eliminating the three copy rule, allowing for web archiving, and including more museums. Libraries can preserve at risk and fragile items before work is completely destroyed.
Introductions

There being no guests, Bluh passed on introductions.
Announcements/New Document Check/Agenda Revisions/New business

Bluh reported that the CCS forum went well on Monday morning, and she praised Lasater and her section. Waters reported that the SPARC forum was well attended, and they played up the section name change at the meeting.  

Johnson reported on the Presidents’ breakfast. Michael Gorman reported on behalf of the core competencies study, updated them on the LCWG report, and 7 measures. Beth mentioned that the ACLTS Education Committee is going to comment on the core competencies by the end of July. 
Giambi commented on the update from Mary Ghikas on the work of the 7 Measures group. They are discussing the need for a foundation for good communication across ALA and its divisions. 
There are no new documents for the agenda, and no leftover agenda items from Saturday’s meeting. Close to 400 people were at the President’s program, and the Sunday awards ceremony went well. 
Council Report
Casey reported that the FDLP resolution was brought to Council I. The resolution advocates restructuring the GPO, but Casey thinks it’s asking for too much. Emily mentioned that the resolution could cause a slow down in the reorganization process and jeopardize the depository library program. The ALCTS Board asked Casey to vote “no” if the resolution comes to a vote.
BARC reported that actual finances are 1 percent below budget projection, and the issue of continuation of Midwinter meetings was brought up. The endowment fund is slightly down, but doing better than the overall market. ALA-APA finances are also down.
Council I discussed revised guidelines for preparing resolutions for Council, allowing resolutions to come to Council in better condition for voting. 
A resolution passed on Monday to endorse a living wage for all library employees and a minimum salary for library employees and professionals. The ALCTS resolutions are coming up Tuesday morning, and addresses are needed for the families for the memorial resolutions.
Conference attendance as of Sunday was 21,468.
Action Items from Committees  

Budget and Finance Committee
                      Documents:  AC08.08; FY09 Revised Budget; AC08.08a; Budget Summary  

Sinha reported for the Budget and Finance Committee. The Planning and Budget Assembly is thinking that net revenue might come in lower than budgeted. This will mean a delay in hiring and filling positions. ALA is maxed out on membership revenues and conference revenues, so new revenue streams are needed.  There will be a push towards estate planning. Divisions have been asked to do environmental scans to contribute to the long-range planning process, and ALCTS got a mention for its new manuscript software.
The discussion turned to subscription rates for the print version of LRTS. This should increase dues to the changes in postal costs, which are currently $20,000. It was suggested that non-member domestic subscriber rates be increased from $75 to $85. Wilt mentioned that we have to keep the subscription rate higher than the organizational membership rate in order to recruit new members. ALCTS charges about half of the other top technical services journals, and could be considered undervalued.
Moved and passed that: the annual subscription for LRTS be increased from $75 to $85 for the domestic subscription.
ALCTS is considering stopping in-person continuing education workshops outside of Midwinter and Annual meetings due to costs. The online workshops have been very successful. ALCTS will continue to partner with other organizations such as SOLINET, since they can do registration and share costs.
Moved and passed that: the ALCTS FY2009 Budget be approved.
The Financial Plan 2008-2011 was distributed as a handout to board. Wilt said that three year financial plans will be the norm in future. The Budget and Finance Committee approved the financial plan as a roadmap for ALCTS and its finances. Wilt said that the planning document is required by ALA. The plan will be posted on the ALCTS website, but it will not be a job description for the Budget and Finance Committee. 
Moved and passed that: the ALCTS Financial Plan 2008-2011 be approved.
Publications Committee

Medeiros stated that that executive committee chairs are confused about the ALCTS publication process, and if the committee or the author is responsible for the publication. Medeiros would like to see this revert back to a committee-driven process.
The Committee also reviewed the process for managing the backfile for existing publications. There are three different ways this could go: 1. review and retire publications with out of date content; 2. revise out of date publications on topics of current interest; and 3. reissue publications. Medeiros  suggested that ALCTS reissue monographs online for free as a way to expose a publication and give it new life. This would also elevate the ALCTS brand in the publication community. 

Wilt pointed out the issues that would need to be resolved with open access to publications. ALCTS does not own all of the publications, many are owned by Scarecrow or ALA Editions. ALCTS would have to obtain the rights to re-publish. An open access backfile is a good idea and we have already done it for “Differences Between, Changes Within.” We would have to be careful that we do not violate agreements and look at titles such as the paper series that might be more viable for this project. 

More technical issues would have to be worked out, such as digitizing paper copies with no electronic format. An “institutional repository” may be another way to look at the issue. Hart suggested that PARS can assist with the backfile. Wilt suggested starting with items from the last six years that would have an electronic copy available to see if any of them could be added to the website. 
Organization and Bylaws

The Committee has no action items. The charge for the ALCTS Education Committee will be updated soon. The Committee will have a revised form for interest groups petitions. Section chairs will get the form out to the members, and the procedure will be outlined. Bluh thanked Swensen and the Committee for a good year of work.    
Planning Committee

Gibbs reported that the Planning Committee has gone back to one meeting per conference. The operational work of getting the planning database off the ground in the past year has been finished. They will start evaluating the database looking at items in the strategic plan to see if they are mapping correctly. Bluh thanked Gibbs and the Committee for their work.
Hugh Atkinson Award

Kern-Simirenko is the ALCTS representative to the award jury – jointly given by ALCTS, ACRL, LAMA, LITA. The award was not awarded this year due to a lack of good candidates. Kern-Simirenko asked the ALCTS Board to give serious thought to nominees. The nomination deadline is December 1, and nominations stay in the pool for two years.
ALCTS Newsletter Online
Weber asked for section reports by August 1. She has been reappointed for another three year term. There have been some problems with the new CMS for the website, and access to the back issues has now been restored. Weber is considering some possible changes, such as creating a core of reports to cut down on the program report call before each meeting. She is also considering planning topics a year in advance, and investigation a blog. 
Bluh and Taylor have asked for a user survey for ANO to consider what has changed over time and what members want to see in the newsletter. Mary Beth will set up a survey or use the eForum. 
E-participation TF
Cascio reported on her work with the Task Force on Electronic Member Participation (TFOEMP). The group’s charge is to develop recommendations to adapt ALA policies to help the Association move forward with effective-e-participation practices. A final report is due to membership at the Midwinter Meeting 2009 in Denver.
The task force will likely recommend that the virtual membership category in the ALA Bylaws be eliminated. They are also considering the impact that virtual participation has on open meetings. They hope to report to BARC before their October meeting.  
The task force also conducted a membership survey to see how ALA members are using electronic tools for participation. There were about 1,300 respondents. John Chratska will survey ALA staff.
Website update
Taylor distributed the “Summer 2008 Going Forward” document. The website update is not much further along at the office, but she hopes that everyone is working on their pages and posting an inventory to the wiki. There will be a lead content person for all groups, and maintenance of the site will be distributed among membership with training on the Collage content management system (CMS). 

There was some confusion from the sections as to what they are reviewing and how to report things to the ALCTS office. Wilt asked that each group define the area that relates to its work, and use the wiki to report to the office. Taylor is willing conduct a conference call with any group if needed. 
Wilt suggested a deadline of September 1 for the inventory. It will be reviewed by October 1, and groups should identify one to three people to get trained. After October 1, the new design with new content will be available. Taylor and Wilt will work on something to send out for communication to the Board and the Leaders listserv.

Section and CRG Action Items

CMDS Report

The “Sudden Selectors” guides are proceeding in publication. There are four programs possible for 2009, and a forum at Midwinter. The “Fundamentals of Collection Development” e-course will go live this fall, with plans for a weeding webinar this summer. 
PARS Report

PARS will go ahead with its plans for restructuring, but will keep the same name for now. They reduced committees that had an overlap, and looked at moving short tasks to interest groups or ad hoc working groups that can sunset when the task is done. There were often 100 slots to fill on committees and fewer than 100 ALA members with preservation jobs. Hart is happy to talk about their restructuring plans with other sections if they are interested. Johnson said that this work is a terrific model for the other sections, and they should think of changing their infrastructure if it doesn’t move the mission of the section forward. 
CCS Report

Tony Olsen has done a lot of work on their web redesign project. He will spearhead a small group to help with the reorganization. CCS reviewed the charge for CETRC, due to confusion between the missions of CETRC and the ALCTS Education Committee. They are continuing to population the policy and planning database. CC:DA and John Attig approached CCS to make a separate comment on RDA with a fresh perspective. They will evaluate testing done in fall and get the results that are going to LC. 
The section has agreed that communication between divisions and within sections has broken down. They would like a diagram and timeline for committee chairs to report to CCS. 
CRS Report

Waters has a written report and will submit it once it’s updated. They have finished two manuscripts for web publication. The SPARC ACRL forum was successful. Other meetings were not as successful, perhaps due to their timeslot. There is a program planned for Annual 2009. 
AS Report

“Writing RFPs for Acquisitions” publication now available. Over 200 people attended the program on ebook workflows, and ebook approval plans may be a good follow-up forum. The section is looking at their organization on the short term, and it’s possible they may change their name so that electronic resource librarians aren’t excluded. They will conduct a survey of the section this fall to see what people will embrace, one suggestion is Acquisitions and Information Resources Section (AIRS).
Council of Regional Groups

CRG had a planning meeting to put together a wiki for programs. There was a forum on technical services careers for public librarians which had a very small turnout. This could be translated to an eforum or webinar in the future.
ALCTS Councilor
The GPO resolution was referred to the Committee on Legislation for discussion with stakeholders, this should come back to the table at Midwinter. The resolution committee failed to attach the definitions and revised policy for the resolution on preservation. This was deferred until Wednesday morning, but should go through. The resolution on increased funding for bibliographic control at LC passed. Some wanted to defer it to the Committee on Legislation, but it was decided it was essential to go through now. The resolution supporting the Employment Non-Discrimination Act passed. The resolution to oppose sweatshops and support union businesses passed. The ALCTS memorial resolution should be passed on Wednesday, they are still looking for contact information for the family.

Attendance was 21,817 as of Monday. This was less than DC, but a good number.

Non-English TF
El-Sherbini distributed handouts from the Big Heads meeting. She is working with 4 members and one liaison, with most conversations by email and conf calls. Awareness of non-English steering committee has been increased, and they have announced on mailing lists to tell various groups what they’re doing. Their listserv started with 55 members and has increased to 208 members.

Recommendations 2 and 5 were revised and combined since they have a related theme. Recommendation 3 related to talking with CC:AAM and working with PCC for guidelines for the multiple character set under revision. Recommendation 4 was sent to RDA, but there hasn’t been much activity.

Recommendation 6 is to work with public libraries to help with multi-lingual populations. There should be a program for serving whole community at Annual Conference. Recommendation 7 says that more programs are needed, CC:AAM has three ideas for programs.
There was a problem with recruitment and the Subject Analysis Committee (SAC). There is no way to force libraries to recruit non-English specialists. It has been difficult to coordinate with SAC and what they can do for the task force. 
Good of the Order 2007/2008
Lynne Bradley thanked ALCTS for its work on GPO issues and difficult decisions. The joint statement was a step forward on how to collaborate. The Committee on Legislation appreciated the content of the resolution that Casey, Jant Swan Hill, and Sally Decker Smith worked on. 
Bluh presented Johnson with a nautical clock as a gift for his service to the Board. It was delivered to his house, he was given a picture at the meeting. Wilt commended Johnson for his six years of service on board, including the groundwork he laid at Council for Casey and the work he did for the 50th anniversary year.
Bluh thanked all section chairs and committee chairs. ALCTS had a great year.
Passing of the Gavel 
Bluh passed the gavel to Giambi in absentia joining the meeting via Skype. Giambi thanked everyone going off the board for their service, and welcomed the incoming chairs.
Giambi asked the board to continue working on the ALA Core Competencies of Librarianship; for PARS to look at NEH funding issues; and for the sections and CRG to continue to inventory their web content and train for adding content in the future.
