ALCTS ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

July 2008 – December 2008
· ALCTS was notified in September that it received a grant of $5,000 from the Library Support Staff Certificiation Program funding to participate as a test site.  

· The official 2008 ALA report on membership listed ALCTS with 4,749 members, an overall decrease of 7.8%:  2,920 personal, 381 student, 148 support staff, 153 international, 590    institutional.  AS=1,634 (-8.72%), CCS=2,671 (-6.58%), CMDS=1,872 (-9.35, CRS=1,647 
(-8%), PARS=1,232 (-6.45%)

· “Fundamentals of Electronic Resources Acquisition” web course was given twice in the fall with sell out audiences.  It will be repeated after Midwinter.

· YBP has once again sponsored our Midwinter Member Reception.

· We will be offering a few in-person CE programs in the spring and summer co-sponsored by outside organizations.   

· Charles Wilt attended the Program for Cooperative Cataloging meeting in Washington, November 6 and 7.  David Banush, Cornell, and ALCTS member, is chair.

· Charles Wilt attended the IFLA conference in Quebec in August.

· Charles Wilt was granted a renewal of his CAE, Certified Association Executive, designation in October.  This is the official certification given by the American Society of Association Executives.

· The ALCTS staff attended the Association Forum of Chicagoland’s Holiday Showcase in December.  The Showcase is one day of educational events and a trade show. 

· The Executive Committee met October 24-25.  The Executive Committee also met with the ALA Executive Board on Friday afternoon for a discussion of the 7 Measures of Successful Associations.  The spring meeting is scheduled for March 23 and 24 in Chicago.

· The ALCTS web site continues to evolve.  Members are being trained on the use of Collage, the CMS ALA uses.  

· ALA is moving to a new online communities software based on the popular Drupal system.  ALA Connect is in beta testing until February.  It should be ready to use shortly after that, maybe as early as March if everything goes well.
· Last year, ALA publishing bought an e-publishing platform, Metapress, which is a subsidiary of EBSCO.  This year ALCTS is be developing  an e-LRTS.  We hope to have a prototype by summer.
