1.2.1 Adoption of Agenda

1.2.3              Approval of ALA Annual 2005 minutes
There was one correction in the Annual minutes: section 3.3.1, “semantic operability” will be changed to “semantic interoperability”. Move to approve as amended: Beth Camden; second: Mary Charles Lasater; approved.
1.3 Announcements 
1.3.1 ALCTS Board business
The ALCTS Board will meet tomorrow. There is a new awards committee that will begin operating next year after the annual meeting. The Serials Section has announced that the Worst Serials Title Change award no longer exists. A new award in its place will deal with cooperation and fostering collaboration. The ALCTS Board felt it shouldn’t be limited to the Serials Section. The charge was rewritten and is being rewritten again. It is open to all of ALCTS and there is no financial amount attached to it.
A non-English task force has been formed which Beth Camden will chair. Although it started as a non-Roman task force, the charge has been broadened to include non-English. It is documenting ALCTS’s activities in this area over the years and will make recommendation on what ALCTS should be doing. Its report is due in the spring and is an attempt to be proactive.

Introductions 
Sara Shatford Layne will not be attending the meeting due to illness. Members and guests introduced themselves.
2.2 ALCTS Program Committee 
Lori Robare discussed interest groups and program planning. As an example, the Networked Resources and Metadata Interest Group is doing a program. Does CCS want to encourage interest groups to go through channels when planning programs? 
There was a question regarding cancellation of a preconference when registration is low—at what point does one get cancelled? Lori replied that there isn’t really a cutoff with the modular approach as long as the planners want to go ahead with the program. There will be more discussion on both of these items. 
The ALCTS forum on Monday morning is not going through the program proposal stage. At annual there will be a program on the Mellon Foundation report on Digital preservation that will bring in all areas of ALCTS.

A preconference at midwinter for the ALCTS 50th anniversary will be titled “Definitely digital”. The proposal has been completed and the program will cover all areas of ALCTS.

At the 2007 annual meeting preconferences will be one day only because of the 50th anniversary celebration. PCC/ALCTS training will be separate on Thursday and Friday since they were already in the works.
There is a limitation on handouts (2 p. per speaker); the ALCTS Fundraising Committee is available to assist in raising money for unusual circumstances such as mini-workshops where handouts may be necessary.
The FAST program had to reduce the number of speakers originally planned.
The CETRC program still needs work. The CETRC planning group will come to the CCS Exec. Friday meeting at annual.

ALA rep. to the Joint Steering Committee for the Revision of AACR

Jennifer Bowen provided an update on the development of RDA since annual. A draft of part I is available for public review. Making the draft public has made huge difference in terms of good will. A big concern is the quantity of comments received and how to handle them. So far the quantity has been manageable but many more comments may come in at the last minute. The message to the public about RDA needs to be consistent since people don’t always know the context, background, etc. All of the documents are on the JSC site: the strategic plan, policy documents, and the revised prospectus. The objectives and principles are available and will be in the general introduction eventually. The RDA FAQ is available and is also published in ANO. 
A press release will also be sent out through ALA. A listserv, RDA-L, is available, although it is not an official way to have comments heard (to subscribe, go to JSC website). Comments on RDA from the United States will come through CC:DA (there is a form on the CC:DA website for submitting comments).
Marjorie Bloss has been named project manager. She reports to ALA publishing and will have a coordination role, ensure communication occurs, and assist with outreach. JSC is working with a consultant, Kathryn Deiss, who is a professional facilitator and is teaching the group how to do public relations. Jennifer has been doing lots of presentations on RDA. The JSC site has a list of other presentations that will be happening. Matthew Beacom’s group is also very active. There are now more people who are able to do outreach to other groups. The JSC is working on developing presentation materials.
An RDA forum will be held at midwinter on Sunday. This will occur at every ALA meeting.  Jennifer will be speaking to the ALCTS Board, MARBI and other groups at this ALA meeting.
ALA Publications has organized two focus groups with a prototype of an online RDA. One is with library educators and one with practicing catalogers.  
There was a comment concerning how to make RDA available to other metadata communities whose standards are free.
JSC is beginning to talk about implementation. This will need to be added to the FAQ.

Nominating Committee
Michael Chopey reported that there are 2 nominees for Vice-Chair/Chair-Elect and 4 nominees for Member-at large. He reported on other nominees.
2.5 ALCTS Strategic Plan  

Cynthia reported the ALCTS Strategic Plan won’t be distributed to the membership until all comments have come in from committee members. The membership will probably see it in March or April and it will be finalized at annual. Sara and Cynthia submitted a first round of comments in August which resulted in changes. The Planning Committee is taking all comments very seriously. Comments can also be sent directly to Helen Reed (2/10/06 is the deadline).
The Planning Committee did a survey of the membership which yielded a 24% response rate (814 people); Cynthia will share this after the conference (it is only available in paper form). 
Comments on the document:

Vision: there is a shift in tone from old vision; this was intentional; the full name should be spelled out, then include “ALCTS” parenthetically. There is no mention of members in the vision. Or is the association the members? 
Mission: “nimbly” will be replaced. Maybe just remove it since you’re not going to respond slowly. There is nothing about being an advocate (advocate for profession as a whole; advocacy within and beyond profession). 
Goal area 1

Bullet 2: remove “nimbly”
Bullet 4: what is “within the profession”? also happens outside the profession. 

Goal area 2

Bullet  2 and Bullet 5 are similar.
Bullets 1-3 are similar

Bullet 1: change “participates” to “leads”

Goal area 3


Bullet 3: remove? Does it belong under continuing education

Talk about continuing education elsewhere. The idea is good, but the wording is wrong. 

Goal area 4

Bullet 3 is strong but Bullet 5 is weak. Make bullet 5 as strong as 3

Bullet 2: maybe not needed since it’s stated in other bullets.

Roles/Job Descriptions for CCS Exec Secretary and Members-at-Large
The CCS Secretary job description is a good document for potential nominees to the position.
The Member-at-large job description has some broadening of potential responsibilities. The first and third bullets have always been there. There was a concern that attending meetings and discussion groups may be a duplication of effort since Policy and Planning is also going to do this. It is difficult for the Chair to attend these meetings. What is goal of these activities?  Is it to give the members-at-large something to do? Is it to provide a liaison activity? The discussion group meetings are a good place to identify the governance of ALCTS to new members. Since we don’t get feedback from those groups this would also be good way to do that.
It would be a good idea to assign each member-at-large to a minimum of one discussion/interest group. He/she could stand up at the meeting and introduce him/herself and then bring back any concerns to CCS Exec.
A separate bullet for discussion group attendance will be added to the job description. Cynthia and Sara will rewrite it and the Committee will vote on it via e-mail.

3.1 Introductions 
Members and guests introduced themselves.
3.2 Announcements 
Ann Caldwell reported on the ALCTS Website redesign Task Force. The group is composed of the secretaries of the ALCTS sections. A prototype of a redesign will be distributed for comment later in the year.
3.3 CCS Committee Reports 
3.3.1 CC:AAM
Bob Lesh reported that CC:AAM is looking at RDA from the point of view of area studies and will be funneling its comments to CC:DA. It discussed the upcoming program on PCC and area studies. The group also discussed promoting Unicode, a long-standing concern, and has begun work by doing a literature search about this.  
3.3.2 CC:DA

Mary Larsgaard reported that CC:DA is focusing its work on the draft of Part I of RDA. Three new organizations now have representation on CC:DA: Dublin Core, IFLA, and IEEE-LOM. Three additional groups have not yet been heard from: National Federation of Abstracting and Indexing Services, Book Industry Study Group (ONIX), and the Visual Resources Association.
Two of the uninvited groups, PARS and Acquisitions, will appeal the decision to be removed from CC:DA. There has been no word from CMDS or the roundtables.

3.3.7 CCMC 
Oksana Kraus announced that ALA Editions has published Cataloging Correctly for Kids.  The committee is still working on online resources for children’s cataloging. They are planning a preconference for 2006 and discussing a program for 2007. 
3.3.8 Continuing Ed Training Materials CCS/PCC
There was no report from this group which was unable to meet during ALA. 
3.3.9 CETRC 

Christine DeZelar-Tiedman reported that the committee is working on publications. The article on the mentoring program needs some revisions. They are working on a new title for the Cataloging recruitment toolkit. The group working on the 2007 preconference met with the Program Committee. Co-sponsors for this will be LC and ALISE. The Mentoring Subcommittee wants to get the mentoring database on the website. There will be no more recruiting for mentors until this is available online.
Rebecca Mugridge reported that there are efforts to develop a fundamentals of cataloging course (online). There will be additional information at annual. A survey will be developed to periodically survey catalogers and paraprofessionals to determine needs. They will gather data and compare it to what’s available then make recommendations on how to fill in gaps. The audience is beginning catalogers and the timetable is to have an outline of the content completed by annual.
3.3.3 Policy & Planning/ALCTS Planning
Diane Baden reported that Policy & Planning looked at strategic and tactical plans. They are in the process of reviewing groups and have heard from all but one.
ALCTS Planning will have the Tactical Plan database updated by annual. They are analyzing responses from the members survey and may do some additional data analysis outside of the survey.
3.3.4 Research & Publications/LRTS Editorial Bd.
Magda El-Sherbini reported that essays are being written on electronic resources, vendor supplied records, and metadata. The last topic is from last year, but was not finished and will be completed before annual. There are three publications under review. They are working on how to conduct a survey program. 
3.3.5 SAC--Trumble  

Bruce Trumble reported that the Task Force on Semantic Interoperability was extended to annual. There will be two programs at annual 2006; one on FAST and one on LCC.

3.5 CCS Representatives to ALCTS Committees Reports  
3.5.1 Budget & Finance 
Rebecca Mugridge reported that ALCTS ended the year in a deficit but the situation was better than in previous years since there was still a reserve. Registration revenues were below budget, dues revenues were up, continuing education revenue is good, but in deficit, preconferences/symposia revenues are less than before, LRTS revenue is up,  fundraising revenue is down, and there are some salary savings. There is not much to report about the ‘06 budget except it is on track so far. A preliminary budget has been approved for next year but there is a great deal to be determined for the anniversary celebration. 

With regards to the modular system for preconferences—a preconference will go on even if there is low registration.  The current year will probably never be open access but past years will.

Bank fees are a new expense. ALA has never charged divisions for bank fees (credits cards, etc.) but they will now start charging 3%. 
The modular system has helped raise preconference attendance but it is difficult to determine when a preconference will be well-attended. Frequently location helps determine attendance. There is no correlation between the number of attendees at a conference and a preconference.

3.5.2 Membership Committee 
Natalie Sommerville reported that she will start piloting an online community. She is gearing up the booth for volunteers and working on getting a coordinated plan to visit library schools to talk to students about ALCTS and technical services. The committee is in the process of reviewing applications for the 6 SAGE scholarships for support staff.  She has reviewed membership statistics for 2004-2005 and there has been a jump in percentage of support staff members. There are now 4,192 members of ALCTS.
3.5.3 Publications Committee
Richard Sapon-White reported that there are 4 titles available at the ALA store: From Catalog to Gateway; Knowledge without Boundaries; The Writings of Ross Atkinson; Managing Electronic Resources. Proposals for five titles have been approved. 
Future titles in series include Robert Ellett’s dissertation on PCC titles and materials from preconferences. 
There is a task group on support staff publications. An online survey of support staff (done twice) elicited 240 responses (40% in tech services). More outreach needs to be done to support staff. The group will develop marketing plans. There are 130 support staff members in ALCTS. They are planning publications as added value to ALCTS for support staff members.

Tony Olson reported there have been requests to form six division level interest groups and these were approved. O&B is beginning a review of the ALCTS bylaws. Within the ALCTS manual there are many things missing in the sections that pertain to O&B.

Cynthia reported on a report authored by Roy Tennant dealing with the future of NISO. There is concern that NISO is spending less time dealing with library standards. The ALCTS Board will respond to this. People need to be aware of this and the possibility of the need of another standards body. Cynthia will funnel any comments through the ALCTS Board. 
Planning is underway for the 50th anniversary in 2007 for both midwinter and annual. There are many subcommittees and task forces being formed for specific events.
Attendance in San Antonio was 2,000 less than last year but around the same as San Diego. (8,133 registrants)
