Stephen Hearn summarized the discussion of 2003-DP04, which broached the possibility of adding subfield 2 to fields 155, 455, and 555 in the MARC 21 Authority Format for easier matching between bib records and authority records by the source of a term.  MARBI concluded that since there are already two fields used for identifying the source of a term in an authority record (008 and 040), that adding subfield 2 would be redundant.

David Miller highlighted several items from Lynn El-Hoshy's report.  In the first half of fiscal 2003, PCC members created 1,543 subject authorities and 1,092 LC classification proposals.  The SACO funnel project for Hawaii/Pacific is now contributing proposals.  The 26th ed. of LCSH, scheduled for shipment in late July 2003, will include a new introductory section listing all of the free-floating subdivisions along with their usage information.  LCSH now establishes headings for notable earthquakes that have become known by conventional names, which are usually based on their epicenters.  In law cataloging, the subdivision –Great Britain will now only be used for works that cover all of the constituent countries of Great Britain.  The free-floating subdivision –Journeys has been replaced by –Travel for use under names of individual persons, groups of literary authors, and headings of the type [place]—Kings and rulers.  Optional numbers in LCC will now be designated by angle brackets instead of parentheses.

Lois and Ed O'Neill will present a paper on FAST; there will also be papers on the use of the Universal Decimal Classification for indexing, and the implementation of the German subject headings standards in the Swiss National Library.  The second event will be a workshop on DDC22 and the new German translation of DDC.  The workshop will include papers on different approaches to translating Dewey and new research activities on the DDC. 2.3.1 Update on 2003 program (Tony Olson)
"Getting the Most Out of Subject References in the Online Catalog: Better Than It Used to Be?" had over 200 attendees.  Speakers included Sara Shatford Layne, who discussed the recommendations of the SAC Subcommittee on Subject Reference Structures in Automated Systems; Pam Armstong of the Library and Archives of Canada, who discussed her organization's bilingual cataloging policy and the navigating of bilingual subject headings in its online catalog, AMICUS; and 4 vendors, who discussed the capabilities of their current systems and plans for future enhancements.  Forty-six evaluations were turned in, with generally positive comments.  The major complaint was that there weren't enough handouts for everyone.  Tony Olson said he was looking into having the presentations put up on the ALCTS conference website.  David Miller added that he, Tony Olson and Gregory Wool intend to have the recommendations published in print, as part of an article that would include a review and summary of the work done by the Subcommittee on Subject Reference Structures and the two subcommittees that came before it. This is in addition to having the recommendations available on the SAC web site.

Sears List of Subject Headings, 18th edition, in preparation

Dewey numbers to reflect 14th Abridged DDC

A new edition of the Sears List will be published in January 2004.  The publication was delayed from this summer in order to coincide with the publication of the 14th Abridged edition of the Dewey Decimal Classification.  All the associated classification numbers in the new edition of Sears will be in accordance with the new Abridged DDC.

New Subject headings to be added

The major new feature of the 18th edition of Sears will be the addition of approximately 500 new subject headings.  All the headings added and changes made in the 2001 and 2002 update tapes will be included in the new edition.  An effort has been made to identify headings that are especially relevant for Sears users and headings that catalogers may have difficulty adding themselves.  We have engaged as advisors some of our expert users, including people long associated with the ALA Cataloging of Children’s Materials Committee.

Guidelines on subject and genre access to fiction

The front matter in the new edition will be revised to reflect new ideas in cataloging policy, especially as regards subject and genre access to individual works of fiction.  This discussion will reflect the recent report of the ALA Subject Analysis Committee’s Subcommittee on Fiction Guidelines and make tentative recommendations for Sears users.

LC at ALA.  The Library of Congress regrets that it will not have an exhibit booth nor representatives at the ALA Placement Center in Toronto.  We apologize for the inconvenience this cancellation may cause members of the American Library Association and the Canadian Library Association.  We look forward to full participation in the Midwinter 2004 exhibition in San Diego.  Please consult the LC ALA Update at <http://www.loc.gov/ala/an03‑update.html> for the latest information on various LC initiatives and units.  (A personal note: I’m sorry that I’m not attending this year’s conference in Toronto and am missing the SAC meetings and programs.  If there are any questions about LC activities or cataloging, please send them to the SAC discussion list after the conference and I will answer them there.)  

New Associate Librarian for Library Services.  On June 17, the selection of Deanna Marcum as the new Associate Librarian for Library Services was announced.  She expects to report to LC on August 11.  Dr. Marcum is currently president of the Council on Library and Information Resources (CLIR), formed by the merger of the Commission on Preservation and Access and the Council on Library Resources.  She was previously Director of Public Service and Collection Management at the Library of Congress, Dean of the School of Library and Information Science at The Catholic University of America, and a program officer and then vice president of the Council on Library Resources. 

National Book Festival.  The third National Book Festival is scheduled for October 4, 2003.

John W. Kluge Center.  One of the most significant events at the Library of Congress since the last meeting of ALA was the official opening of the John W. Kluge Center on May 7, 2003.  The evening before, a number of distinguished guests assembled in the Main Reading Room to salute Mr. Kluge for his great commitment to the Library of Congress and to hear the premiere performance of a never published Sousa march, the “Library of Congress” march.  The John W. Kluge Center at the Library of Congress is becoming a prestigious center for advanced study in the arts and humanities ‑‑‑ using the vast and unparalleled collections and resources of the Library of Congress.  A number of fellowship and grant opportunities are offered to senior level distinguished scholars as well as to scholars who are in the early years of their careers.  For more information on the John W. Kluge Center, see <http://www.loc.gov/kluge>.

Rivers, Edens, Empires: Lewis & Clark and the Revealing of America Exhibition.  Like so many other exploration stories, the Lewis and Clark journey was shaped by the search for navigable rivers, inspired by the quest for Edens, and driven by competition for empire.  Thomas Jefferson was motivated by these aspirations when he drafted instructions for the Corps of Discovery, sending them up the Missouri River in search of a passage to the Pacific. The Library of Congress exhibition Rivers, Edens, Empires: Lewis & Clark and the Revealing of America, which will be on display July 24 through November 29, 2003, will present a century of exploration featuring the expedition of the Corps of Discovery as the culminating moment in the quest to connect North America by means of a waterway passage.

The Dream of Flight: Romance and Realization Exhibition.  Later this year, the Library of Congress will commemorate the first century of flight with an exhibition celebrating the Wright Brothers’ historic powered flight of December 17, 1903.  Drawing on the Library’s unparalleled collection of aeronautica (documents and letters, prints, rare books, maps, photographs, and motion pictures), a special installation in the American Treasures Gallery will begin by briefly examining mankind’s nearly universal dream of flying and culminate in the Wrights’ grand achievement. The Dream of Flight: Romance and Realization will be on view from September 25, 2003–April 24, 2004.

Veterans History Project.  Ellen McCulloch-Lovell has been named head of the Veterans History Project.  She had been serving in that position on contract.  The Veterans History Project was established by the U.S. Congress in October 2000 to collect the oral histories of America’s war veterans, and those who served them, and to create a collection of documentary materials and a Web site at the Library of Congress under the auspices of the American Folklife Center.  Special events were held in several locations in honor of Memorial Day and D-Day, June 6. The number of submissions to the project currently in the database is 6,684 and the number of project partners stands at 695.  The project is seeking more libraries to serve as partners.

Library Security.  The Library expects to complete installation of its new state-of-the-art Police Communications Center (PCC) in July 2003 for use by the Library of Congress Police.  A new intrusion detection /access control system will be installed in the PCC, with completion anticipated by December 2003.  The Library’s perimeter security upgrades are progressing, with installation of bollards, curb walls, new police shelters, and vehicle barriers at the Library’s three Capitol Hill buildings.  Perimeter security, after numerous unscheduled weather delays, is now anticipated to be completed by October 2004.  Physical upgrades, including lobby renovation designs, will be completed by the end of June 2003, with installation of additional security screening equipment and other lobby upgrades anticipated for completion by March 2004.  Each staff member has been issued an employee emergency action guide, an emergency evacuation kit, and an escape hood respirator.  Training sessions were held in how to use the latter.  

Digital Reference.  The Digital Reference Team (DRT) is charged with providing reference support for the Library’s digital collections and spearheading the Library’s digital reference initiative.  With the Question Point software and network as the access point for reference inquiries, the team provides both text-based and chat services via the Library’s Web site at <http://www.loc.gov/rr/askalib/> and <http://www.loc.gov/rr/askalib/ask‑memory.html>.  LC’s Public Service Collections and Area Studies Collections received 31,253 online reference queries through the Ask A Librarian service from January through May 2003.  DRT and reference staff in the Science and Technical Reports, Prints and Photographs, and Business reading rooms conducted 1,057 live chat sessions with patrons during that same time period.  Due to lack of staff in the Humanities and Social Sciences Division and the increased number of questions coming to LC via the Internet, telephone reference service has been discontinued on a 90-day trial basis.  The service will be evaluated following the pilot.  Reference service is available via the Internet, mail, or fax.  

LC ILS (Integrated Library System).  The Integrated Library System Program has been successful in expanding access and improving service for external users of the Library of Congress Database.  Over the past twelve months, the Library has increased the number of external user sessions for the Library of Congress Online Catalog (catalog.loc.gov) and improved service for Z39.50 users.  As a result, the number of reports from users having difficulty accessing the catalog has significantly decreased.  The Library will continue to explore ways to improve the capacity of its integrated library management system to keep up with ever-increasing demand.  July 1, 2003, will mark the first anniversary of the Library of Congress Authorities (authorities.loc.gov), a permanent service that provides free access to LC’s authority data via the Web.

The Integrated Library System Program is currently planning to upgrade to the 2001.2 version of Voyager by the end of this calendar year.  The Library plans to implement the Unicode standard in 2004.  As part of that effort, the Library is working in strategic partnership with its vendor, Endeavor Information Systems, Inc., to test the Unicode conversion of MARC 21 records in the Library of Congress Database.  In preparation for the implementation of Unicode, the Library has identified bibliographic records for correction, which are being redistributed by the Cataloging Distribution Service.

CATALOGING DISTRBUTION SERVICE AND MARC
MARC Distribution Service.  After 30 years of providing MARC data tapes and tape cartridges to its MARC Distribution Service (MDS) customers, the Cataloging Distribution Service (CDS) produced its last tape and cartridge this spring.  The MDS tape service, which was inaugurated in 1972, has been replaced by Internet transfer via File Transfer Protocol (FTP), which is faster and vastly more efficient.  CDS initiated FTP service in 1994.

New Web-Based Training Course for Cataloger’s Desktop.  The Cataloging Distribution Service (CDS) and the Technical Processing Automation Instruction Office (TPAIO) have developed an online course called Cataloger’s Desktop Web-Based Training.  This course covers all the features, contents, and functions of Cataloger’s Desktop, a CD-ROM cataloging tool marketed by CDS that contains virtually all of the documents and resources that catalogers regularly need to consult.  Cataloger’s Desktop Web-Based Training is hosted on the CDS Web site at  <http://www.loc.gov/cds/desktop-training>. Users may access this site at any time, at no charge, (no registration is required), from any computer (at home or office) that is connected to the Web.  It isn=t necessary to have Cataloger’s Desktop installed on the computer used for taking the course.  The course simulates Cataloger’s Desktop and provides extensive feedback if steps are not performed correctly.  The course works best with the Internet Explorer browser but is also accessible with Netscape 4.73.   The entire course takes approximately four to six hours to complete and includes four modules: Introduction (including a syllabus menu), Navigation, Searching, and Settings.  Trainees may work sequentially or select a particular module or topic within a module for additional practice.  Both new and experienced users of Cataloger’s Desktop will benefit from Cataloger’s Desktop Web-Based Training.  The course includes an online evaluation form.  TPAIO hopes that users will take the time to share their experiences.  The feedback will help TPAIO design other online training courses.  Cataloger’s Desktop contains the full text of AACR2 (2002 revision) and virtually all of LC’s cataloging manuals on a single CD-ROM.  A Web version is planned for 2004.  Cataloger’s Desktop is sold on an annual subscription basis.  A demonstration CD-ROM is available free on request from CDS (cdsinfo@loc.gov).

Integrating Resources Cataloging Workshop Training Manuals. Training manuals for the newest Serials Cataloging Cooperative Training Program course, Integrating Resources Cataloging Workshop, were published in May.  Under the auspices of the CONSER Program, SCCTP provides authoritative training materials and trained serials experts to enable broad-ranging education in the field of serials cataloging.  CDS publishes the training manuals in PDF format so that libraries and networks offering the courses may replicate the desired number of manuals for participants in a class.  Pricing and order information for Integrating Resources and other SCCTP training manuals in PDF format may be found on the CDS Web site at <http://www.loc.gov/cds>.  Instructions for sponsoring an SCCTP training session and arranging for a trained instructor are available at <http://www.loc.gov/acq/conser/scctp/home.html>. 
MARC 21.   The 2002 edition of the MARC 21 Concise Formats was published in April 2003.  It includes all of the 2002 updates to the MARC 21 formats.  The 2003 edition of the MARC Code List for Languages was published in May 2003.  This new edition contains 24 code additions and 5 changed code captions.  A new publication, Understanding MARC Authority Records, was published in June 2003 as a companion to the popular Understanding MARC Bibliographic.  Understanding MARC Authority Records introduces the MARC 21 authority format to librarians and students who are not familiar with MARC 21 authority records.  Using the same structural organization as Understanding MARC Bibliographic, it includes comprehensive information and descriptions of MARC 21 authority records along with many useful examples.  In addition, the 7th edition of the Understanding MARC Bibliographic has just been published.  It includes a few expanded explanations and updated examples of MARC 21 bibliographic records.  These publications are especially useful for library school students, system vendors, and others in search of a concise, easy-to-understand introduction to MARC.  The booklets are sold as single copies or in packs of 25.  For price and order information see the CDS Web site at <http://www.loc.gov/cds>.
CATALOGING
Strategic Plan.  The Cataloging Management Team held a facilitated retreat on March 10 and 11, 2003, to develop a strategic plan for fiscal years 2003 through 2008.  The plan, which has been approved by the acting Associate Librarian for Library Services and was presented to staff in May, includes six strategic goals and thirty initiatives.  The six strategic goals are: I. Provide national and international leadership in the development and promotion of cataloging policy, practice, standards, and programs; II. Provide appropriate and quality bibliographic and inventory control data for onsite and remote resources; III. Attain cataloging currency and meet arrearage reduction targets; IV. Provide leadership in the application of bibliographic control/access to digital content; V. Develop staff resources and provide effective personnel management; and VI. Ensure secure environment for directorate staff, collections, and data.  The six goals state the work that the Cataloging Directorate needs to do to carry out its mission during this entire period, covering both new initiatives and the ongoing operations of the directorate.  Ongoing operations include cataloging production, support for cooperative cataloging programs, leadership in cataloging policy, and support for all Library programs, particularly affirmative action, effective staff management and recognition, the Library’s security plan, and professional development.

New Hires.  The Cataloging Directorate has nearly completed the process of recruiting and hiring approximately 48 new catalogers and two new Dewey classifiers authorized in the fiscal 2002 hiring plan.  This is the largest number of “regular postings,” or hiring from applicant pools that included external candidates, that the directorate has had in more than a decade.  For each posting, a position description and job analysis were submitted through AVUE, the Library’s automated position management system.  Nearly every cataloging team in the directorate will obtain at least one new cataloger through this process. Five new catalogers will be added to the Computer Files and Microforms Team, Special Materials Cataloging Division, including a cataloger with Spanish language expertise.  The following teams will gain two new catalogers: Law, Germanic and Scandinavian Languages, and Religion, Philosophy, and Psychology teams, Social Sciences Cataloging Division; Rare Book Team, Special Materials Cataloging Division; Hebraica and Southeast/South Asia teams, Regional and Cooperative Cataloging Division; and Hispanic Team and Children’s Literature Team, History and Literature Cataloging Division.  The Special Materials Cataloging Division will hire three new catalogers for music and sound recordings.  The directorate chose to recruit catalogers from outside the Library, at the cost of foregoing or postponing needed hiring in other positions, in order to obtain critically needed language skills.  As of June 9, 25 new catalogers were on board, including four new catalogers with Chinese language skills and three with Arabic.   Overall, selecting officials report that the quality of the applicant pools has been outstanding.  

LCCN.  Last January, the Cataloging Directorate celebrated the 10th anniversary of LC Cataloging Newsline (LCCN).  Between January 1993 and December 2002, the newsletter has published 1,150 articles in 122 issues comprising 10 volumes.  There are now 2,500 subscribers to the distributed version of the publication.  Since September 17, 1997, there have been nearly 35,000 visits to the remote access version available at <http://www.loc.gov/catdir/lccn>.  To subscribe, send a mail message to listserv@loc.gov with the text: Subscribe lccn [firstname lastname]. 

Bicentennial Action Plan.  The LC Conference 2000 Action Plan Forum scheduled for this Annual Conference was cancelled.  The Forum will be held during the regular Sunday morning time slot at ALA Midwinter Meeting in January 2004.  The action plan, Bibliographic Control of Web Resources: A Library of Congress Action Plan, has been updated and is available on the Bicentennial Conference Web site at <http://www.loc.gov/catdir/bibcontrol>.

Electronic Resources Cataloging Expansion.  In continuing the expansion of processing electronic/digital resources, a total of ten catalogers from divisions throughout the Cataloging Directorate have now received instruction in cataloging electronic resources from  the Computer Files and Microforms Team.  That means that the Arts and Sciences Cataloging Division, History and Literature Cataloging Division, Regional and Cooperative Cataloging Division, and Social Science Cataloging Division now have staff trained to catalog electronic resources and to support the digital programs of the Library.

E-serials Cataloging Recommendation. This spring, acting Associate Librarian for Library Services Beacher Wiggins charged a study group led by Maureen Landry, chief of the Serial Record Division, to recommend an approach to cataloging the influx of 5,000 to 7,000 new electronic serials that the Library expects to receive in the next few years.   The study group included catalogers, acquisitions specialists, reference librarians, and cataloging policy specialists.  The group recommended that LC expand the use of the single-bibliographic-record approach to cover all electronic serials, at least for the next three years. (Under this recommendation, LC would not routinely catalog serial titles in aggregators at all, unless the titles themselves met the criteria for inclusion in the LC permanent collections.)  The study group considered it essential for "blind" URLs in CONSER records - that is, URLs that are not valid for LC - to be stripped out of the bibliographic records before loading into the LC Integrated Library System. Working, LC-valid URLs would then be added to the holdings records.  An implementation group will consider how to accomplish these changes. 

Web Access to Works in the Public Domain.  The Bibliographic Enrichment Advisory Team (BEAT) has launched an initiative to link LC bibliographic records to full-text electronic copies of these same cataloged materials that reside in the collections of other institutions. Although these works, all in the public domain, have been digitized by various institutions, many of the original printed works are also in the collections of the Library of Congress. In order for records to qualify for enhancement in these projects, the electronic versions have to be an exact version of a print version represented in the Library's collection.  By linking LC catalog records to these electronic versions, the Library expects to provide users with more unified and centralized access to materials of this nature as well as to provide users of the LC collections, or of LC catalog data, rich and substantive information about the contents of these works as well as access to their texts. The first links to resources come through cooperative agreements with the University of Michigan (for materials digitized in its Making of America project, described at <http://moa.umdl.umich.edu/> and Indiana University (works comprising its Wright American Fiction, 1851‑1875 project), described at <http://www.letrs.indiana.edu/web/w/wright2/>. For the University of Michigan materials, it proved possible to enhance 1,267 LC bibliographic records, and for the Indiana University project 653 LC bibliographic records were linked to the online versions. Further description of this project and other enrichment projects is available on the BEAT Web page at <http://lcweb.loc.gov/catdir/beat>. 

Pinyin Romanization.  Library staff members are actively pursuing some sixteen pinyin conversion and cleanup tasks.  Records for instrumental music, videocassettes and motion pictures are being converted, as are subject headings, chronological subdivisions, and the most frequently used descriptive headings on non‑Chinese records.  Discrepancies between the results of the machine conversion and the romanization guidelines are being resolved.  Search strategies are being pursued that will identify records that have strings of unconverted romanized Chinese text.  Former headings on converted authority records will be systematically searched against access points on bibliographic records. Program for Cooperative Cataloging (PCC) Activities.  In the first half of fiscal 2003, PCC members created 79,665 new name authorities;  4,769 new series authorities; 1,543 subject authorities; and 1,092 LC classification proposals. Original cataloging from CONSER totaled 10,476 records and BIBCO members created 37,753 bibliographic records.  

The semi‑annual PCC Participants' Meeting at ALA Midwinter, which was convened by PCC Chair Robert Wolven of Columbia University, focused on the results of the November 2002 PCC Policy Committee meeting. Wolven noted that the theme of "new directions" for the PCC resulted from the PCC’s having achieved milestones during its initial development and growth, and that the PCC is now charting new paths with a diversification of directions. The PCC is now concentrating on strengthening the underpinnings of the program and building for the future: broadening coverage of needed records; improving training for all catalogers; and adapting standards to meet changing needs.  At the May 2003 meetings of the operations committees of CONSER and BIBCO, these themes re-appeared as the newly revised PCC Strategic and Tactical Plans were reviewed for action items by both groups.  Issues included standards for new types of materials, membership types and recruitment for coverage of certain topical or language expertise, numerical quotas, and costs of maintaining members. 

A PCC Task Group on SACO Program Development, which is charged with examining present and future parameters of the subject authority component of the PCC, is to make its preliminary report at this conference with a final report to be submitted in time for consideration at the annual PCC Policy Committee meeting in November 2003.  A SACO funnel project for Hawaii/Pacific is now contributing proposals.

The regular PCC Participants’ Meeting will take place Sunday night at the Metro Toronto Convention Center 205 C/D from 7:00 - 9:00.  After reports on program highlights, the meeting will celebrate “CONSER at 30,” focusing first on its Canadian connection and then on the challenges for the future.

SUBJECT HEADINGS
Library of Congress Subject Headings, 26th edition (2003).  Library of Congress Subject Headings is published annually in printed form.  The five-volume 26th edition includes a new introductory section listing all of the free-floating subdivisions with usage information.  The data in this new section are derived from the subdivision authority records that have been created over the past few years to control the approximately 3,250 free-floating subdivisions  The new subdivision section appears after the AC [Juvenile] Subject Headings in Volume I.  Both sections are tabbed for easy reference.  LCSH 26 is scheduled for shipment to subscribers in late July 2003.

Headings for Earthquakes.  Subject heading policy on representing individual earthquakes in LCSH changed in the spring.  Previously, individual earthquakes were covered by generic subject headings of the type Earthquakes–[place].  Specific subject headings are now established for notable earthquakes that have come to be known by conventional names, which are generally based on their epicenters, for example, Kanto Earthquake, Japan, 1923; Loma Prieta Earthquake, Calif., 1989; and San Francisco Earthquake, Calif., 1906.  The change in policy was stimulated by a request from a former SAC member, Sara Shatford Layne.  

Great Britain as a Geographic Subdivision in Law Cataloging.  In the spring, a change in policy regarding the use of –Great Britain as a geographic subdivision in law cataloging was implemented.  The new practice is to assign subject headings divided by –England and/or –Wales, as appropriate, to legal works that are limited in coverage to one or both of those countries.  The subdivision –Great Britain will be used only for works that cover all of the constituent countries of Great Britain.  Because it is sometimes difficult to tell from examining an individual work exactly what portion of Great Britain it covers, the British Library has provided the Library of Congress with a checklist of legal topics where the law of Scotland differs from the law of England and Wales.  The checklist can be used as an aid in cases where the coverage is not clear from the work itself.  The information in this checklist is included in a revised version of instruction sheet H 955, which was issued in the 2003 Update No. 1 to the Subject Cataloging Manual: Subject Headings.

Subdivision Change.  As part of the ongoing effort to standardize subdivisions in LCSH, the subdivision –Travel has replaced –Journeys as a free-floating subdivision used under names of individual persons, groups of literary authors, and headings of the type [place]–Kings and rulers for works about voyages and travel undertaken by the person or members of the group.  The subdivision –Travel has also been authorized for use under names of individual corporate bodies to cover the travel or tours that musical groups, sports organizations, etc., undertake, or to indicate the topic of travel in relation to a corporate body or its members in general.  Free-floating subdivision lists and instruction sheets in the Subject Cataloging Manual: Subject Headings will be revised to reflect these changes for the 2003 Update No. 2, which will be issued in the fall.   

Geographic Subdivision Data.  Since 1999, information on the form of geographic subdivision has been included in a 781 linking field in records for all newly established or revised geographic subject headings that are also authorized for use as subdivisions.  If a geographic heading is not authorized for use as a subdivision, a statement to that effect is added in a 667 field instead.  As I reported at Midwinter, a project to add this data retrospectively to approximately 20,000 existing geographic subject authority records was completed at the end of last year.  Only a handful of geographic name authority records contain 781 fields because LC has not yet implemented that field for LC staff who create name authority records.  NACO participants are now being given the option of adding 781 fields to name authority records for geographic headings that may also be used as geographic subdivisions.  Instructions for adding this field are available at both the NACO and CPSO web sites.   

CLASSIFICATION
Classification Web.  CDS’s Classification Web service, which was introduced in June 2002, now has over 1,300 subscribers.   The subject correlation feature (correlations between LC Classification and LC Subject Headings) is especially popular.  Thirty-day trial accounts are available at no charge.  Subscription rates start as low as $375 per year.  An online tutorial and order information are available at <http://classweb.loc.gov>.  An advertisement for Classification Web appears in the June 2003 issue of American Libraries.

New Edition of LC Classification Outline.  The seventh edition (2003) of the LC Classification Outline will be available from CDS in late June.  The last print edition was published in 1990.  In recent years the Outline has been available on the Web, but customers have repeatedly requested an updated print edition.  The Cataloging Policy and Support Office reviewed and updated the content for the new edition.  The Web version of the Outline is available at no charge at <http://www.loc.gov/catdir/cpso/lcco/lcco.html>.  Copies of the 2003 print edition may be ordered from CDS at < http://www.loc.gov/cds> or cdsinfo@loc.gov.

Obsolete and Optional Numbers in LCC.  The Library of Congress Classification schedules have traditionally used parentheses around certain class numbers to indicate one of two conditions:  (1) the number was formerly valid but is now obsolete and no longer used by LC, or (2) the number is an optional number that was never used by LC but is provided for those libraries that wish to follow an arrangement that differs from LC practice.  In either case, a see reference or explanatory note generally appears at the location of the parenthesized number to indicate to the user the valid number currently used by LC.  The Library has introduced a change in the display conventions for these two types of numbers.   Numbers of the first type continue to be displayed in parentheses, but numbers of the second type are now being displayed in angle brackets.  See references or explanatory notes continue to appear under both types of numbers.  This change in displays has already been implemented in Classification Web.  It will also appear in new printed editions of the classification schedules dated 2003 or later.

ADVANCE \d4Religious law.  Subclasses KB (Religious law in general. Comparative religious law) and KBM (Jewish law) are the most recent of the religious law schedules to be added to the forthcoming hard copy publication of Class KB (Religious legal systems).  As part of the development of KBM, major revisions to BM (Judaism) are taking place.  The volume KB (Religious legal systems), will include KB, KBM, KBP (Islamic law) and the expanded and revised subclasses KBR/KBU for Canon law. 

Asian calligraphy.   The Library of Congress is currently revising its classification practice for works of Asian calligraphy.  In the past, these works were classed in either subclass ND (Painting) or in subclass NK (Decorative arts).  In addition, calligraphy of some Asian countries had been treated differently from calligraphy of other Asian countries. The following changes in practice will achieve more uniform treatment of these works:  1) The span of numbers ND1454-ND1457 is being made obsolete because calligraphy is generally not considered a type of painting.  The Library of Congress is discontinuing the use of these numbers, but existing materials in these numbers will not be reclassified.  A reference is being added to the classification schedule directing the user to NK3600+;  2) The subarrangement of non-Roman calligraphy in NK3633-NK3639 is being revised to provide a more comprehensive treatment similar to the subarrangement previously used in ND; and 3) Changes are being made at the beginning of subclass NK to indicate that the subclass also includes certain art forms that are considered to be fine arts.
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DDC 22 

In July 2003, OCLC will begin shipping Dewey Decimal Classification and Relative Index, Edition 22 (DDC 22), the new print version of the Classification.  The web version of the new edition is already available to WebDewey subscribers.

DDC 22 contains several major updates, many new numbers and topics, and a few structural changes.  There is one important difference between DDC 22 and other recent editions: DDC 22 contains no complete or extensive revisions.  In other words, several new developments have been added and many classes have been revised and expanded, but no schedule has been changed so fundamentally that a complete reordering has resulted—good news for Dewey libraries!

There are several major updates in DDC 22:

· Computer science

Updated to accommodate new topics that have emerged in the last seven years such as the World Wide Web, virtual reality, and markup languages.  Includes a new development for general-purpose application programs at 005.5, to which many programs formerly found in 005.3 plus word processing from 652.5 have been relocated.  
· Religion
Specific aspects of religion moved from 291 to the 201–209 span vacated in DDC 21 to complete the two-edition plan to reduce Christian bias in the schedule.  Includes an expansion for sources of the Bahai Faith at 297.938, and revised and expanded developments in 299.6 for religions originating among Black Africans and people of Black African descent, and in 299.7–.8 for religions of American native origin.

· Social groups and cultural institutions

Many near duplicate provisions for groups and institutions consolidated, and revised developments and updated terminology introduced throughout 305–306.

· Law
Includes several improvements to 340 Law that relate to the law of nations, human rights, and intergovernmental organizations. 

· Mathematics
Updated throughout to produce a useful general knowledge organization scheme for mathematics.  The most visible change in the 510 schedule is the use of 518—a number that had not been in standard use in Dewey since the 1950s—for a new development for numerical analysis drawn from different parts of 510.  

· Chemistry

Features a new development for specific tools in analytical chemistry in 543.1–.8 that brings together material that was developed elsewhere in 543, and in 544 Qualitative analysis, 545 Quantitative analysis, and 547.3 Analytical organic chemistry.  Classes 544 and 545 have been vacated entirely in DDC 22.

· Medicine and health
Updated and expanded developments throughout medicine, and improved indexing for medical topics.  Includes (in the web version only) selected mappings between MeSH and DDC.  

· History and geography

Moved (at the request of many users and EPC) interdisciplinary and descriptive works on facilities for travelers from 647.94 to 910.46 and to specific area numbers in 913–919.  Historical periods updated throughout 930–990 in cooperation with national libraries and translation partners.  Also includes an important new expansion for the Holocaust at 940.5318.  

· Tables
Discrimination or racism in relation to a topic is now expressed through use of notation 08 from Table 1 applied to the interdisciplinary number for the topic. Table 2 features updated geographic provisions developed with the advice of national libraries and translation partners.  Notation 3 from Table 3C has been revised to provide a better arrangement that more closely parallels the grouping of the topics in the DDC schedules themselves.   Changed the name of Table 5 from “Racial, Ethnic, National Groups” to “Ethnic and National Groups” and revised the development for races at the beginning of the table to reflect the de-emphasis on race in current scholarship.  Table 5 includes expanded provisions for American native peoples, and Table 6 includes the corresponding expansions for American native languages.

Throughout DDC 22, there are many new numbers for a wide variety of topics.  These range from new geographic provisions, e.g., the updating of administrative regions in Quebec, to new numbers throughout the DDC for emerging topics beyond the updates mentioned above.  Examples include 302.231 Digital media, 381.177 Online auctions, 394.2612 Kwanzaa, 523.24 Extrasolar systems, 621.38807 Digital television, 

641.8236 Chili, 651.792 Intranets, and 658.3123 Telecommuting.  DDC 22 also includes a new number for digital photography at 775, and a new number and subdivisions for computer art at 776. Many new built number entries and additional terms have been added to the Relative Index to cover sought topics and provide a wider base of entry vocabulary.  

DDC 22 also features several structural changes: the removal of Table 7, the streamlining of the Manual, and the updating of selected captions.  Table 7 has been replaced with direct use of notation already available in the schedules and in notation 08 from Table 1.  We have streamlined the Manual with an eye toward classifier efficiency.  Information easily accommodated in notes in the tables and schedules has been transferred from the Manual, and redundant information already in the schedules and tables has been eliminated from the Manual.  We have converted the Library of Congress Decimal Classification Division application policies previously described in the Manual into standard DDC practice. We have moved basic instructions on the use of the Dewey Decimal Classification to the Introduction, and background information to Dewey Decimal Classification: Principles and Application.  We have revised the remaining Manual entries in a consistent style to promote quick understanding and efficient use. The Manual can be found in a new location in DDC 22—in volume one, directly preceding the tables.  

Finally, we’ve taken the opportunity of the new edition to update many captions in the DDC Summaries, and some in the DDC schedules themselves.  Examples of the latter include the change in the caption for class 000 from “Generalities” to “Computer science, information, general works”; and the change in the caption for class 610 from “Medicine    Medical sciences” to “Medicine and health.”

Dewey Decimal Classification and Relative Index, Edition 22, is US$375.00 per copy. WebDewey subscribers qualify for a discount on a single-print copy based on the type of subscription.  See the Dewey web site (www.oclc.org/dewey) for details.

WebDewey/Abridged WebDewey 

The June 2003 release of WebDewey includes all the content in the new DDC 22, additional content only available in the electronic version, and several interface improvements.  WebDewey is a web-based version of the enhanced DDC 22 database and features: thousands of Relative Index terms and built numbers not available in the DDC print version; Library of Congress Subject Headings (LCSH) that have been statistically mapped to Dewey numbers from records in WorldCat (the OCLC Online Union Catalog) and intellectually mapped by DDC editors; selected mappings from Medical Subject Headings (MeSH); links from mapped LCSH to the LCSH authority records; and quarterly database updates incorporating the latest changes to the DDC, plus new LCSH mappings, index terms, and built numbers.

Additionally the following interface changes are now available: 

· The frequently-consulted Introduction is now easier to find through the Show Options dropdown menu

· “Relocations, Discontinuations and Reused Numbers” is available as a downloadable MS Excel file in Help, and on the Dewey web site in pdf format at www.oclc.org/dewey/DDC_Edition_22/Relocations_and_discontinuations.pdf
· New Features, a summary of the changes in DDC 22, is available in Help and on the Dewey web site in pdf format at
www.oclc.org/dewey/DDC_Edition_22/NEW_FEATURES.pdf
· Flow charts and the optional schedule for Tanakh (both formerly only available in the print version) now appear in the database.

· The useful Quick Search/Browse feature (previously only available on schedule record pages) is now also available from Search and Browse results pages

· Previous Search/Browse entry terms are now retained at the Search, Browse, and User Notes Search screens. 

· You can now navigate from your User Note to its corresponding DDC record 

· An Actions dropdown is now available at the bottom of the User Notes screen, enabling rapid keyboard entry of User Notes

Abridged WebDewey is a web-based version of the enhanced Abridged 13 database. Abridged WebDewey features LCSH that have been intellectually mapped to Dewey headings by DDC editors, including many from the OCLC publication, Subject Headings for Children; links from mapped LCSH to the LCSH authority records; mappings between abridged Dewey numbers and subject headings from the latest edition of H.W. Wilson’s Sears List of Subject Headings; and quarterly database updates incorporating the latest changes to the DDC, plus new LCSH mappings, index terms, and built numbers.  

The October 2003 release of Abridged WebDewey will be the last release based on Abridged 13. In January 2004, OCLC will release Abridged Edition 14 in print and web versions.

Dewey Cutter Software

Library staff may download Dewey Cutter Software from the Dewey web site at www.oclc.org/dewey/products/index.htm#cutter. This software program automatically provides cutter numbers from the OCLC Four-Figure Cutter Tables upon input of text. The OCLC Four-Figure Cutter Tables are revised and expanded versions of the Cutter Three-Figure Author Table and the Cutter-Sanborn Three-Figure Author Table and are compatible with the existing two-figure or three-figure schemes.   The software works with Windows 95, 98, NT, XP, and 2000.

DDC 22 Workshops

A special introduction to DDC 22 for library educators was held May 8–9, 2003, at OCLC. A full-day preconference to introduce DDC 22 is scheduled to be held on Friday, June 20, at the ALA/CLA 2003 Conference in Toronto.  Co-sponsors include the Public Library Association and the Technical Services Interest Group of the Canadian Library Association. In addition, members of the Dewey editorial staff will speak at the Chartered Institute of Library and Information Professionals (CILIP Umbrella Conference, Manchester, England (July 4, 2003); and the Australian Library and Information Science Association (ALIA)-Australian Committee on Cataloguing (ACOC) Seminar, Sydney (July 25, 2003).  

On Wednesday August 6, at the IFLA 2003 Conference in Berlin, the Section on Classification and Indexing will sponsor a workshop on the Dewey Decimal Classification:  Dewey Decimal Classification: Edition 22 in the Global Context.  The purpose of the workshop is to introduce the new edition of the Dewey Decimal Classification system, and to place DDC 22 in the global context of various approaches to translations and new research initiatives.  

Dewey Decimal Classification: Principles and Application 

Dewey Decimal Classification: Principles and Application, 3d. ed., by Lois Mai Chan and Joan S. Mitchell, will be published by OCLC in summer 2003 at a price of US$40.00.  This new edition has been completely revised to reflect the changes in DDC 22.  Earlier editions were published under the title Dewey Decimal Classification: A Practical Guide. 

Dewey Decimal Classification: Principles and Application offers in-depth advice on how to apply the DDC and how to build class numbers.  The text contains background information on the DDC, some of which was previously located in the Manual section of the DDC. Dewey Decimal Classification: Principles and Application also includes exercises and answers designed to reinforce, through practice, the examples and explanations given in the text. 

Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC)

The Decimal Classification Editorial Policy Committee (EPC) has held three teleconference meetings in 2003.  Agenda items included review of the following proposed schedules for Abridged Edition 14: Abridged 300–307 Social sciences, sociology, and anthropology; Abridged 510 Mathematics; and Abridged 640 Home and family management.  EPC also approved the addition of the following numbers to Abridged Edition 14: 174.2 [Occupational ethics of] Medical professions;

623.74 [Military] Aircraft; 623.82 Nautical craft (plus three new subdivisions); and 623.87 Power plants of nautical craft.  The committee reviewed the plan for the Abridged Edition 14 Manual, and drafts of the front matter for Abridged Edition 14.  EPC also brainstormed topics for the upcoming Dewey planning retreat, to be held at OCLC in early 2004.  Following the EPC discussion, Andrea Stamm, EPC chair (Northwestern University), and Lucy Evans, EPC vice-chair (British Library), joined Dewey staff and colleagues from the OCLC Office of Research on May 7 at OCLC to develop a draft agenda for the Dewey planning retreat.
A fourth EPC teleconference is scheduled for August 12, 2003; the committee will finalize all content for Abridged Edition 14 at that meeting.

Translations 

Work is underway at Die Deutsche Bibliothek on the first German translation of the DDC.  The translation is based on DDC 22, and will be the first outside of the English-language standard edition to be published simultaneously in web and print versions.  The Dewey editorial team worked closely with Die Deutsche Bibliothek staff in Germany and colleagues in Switzerland and Austria to improve the geographic tables and history developments for those areas in DDC 22.  The Table 2 developments for Germany and Austria in DDC 22 are a true abridgment of a fuller development that will appear in the German-language version.

OCLC, in cooperation with Die Deutsche Bibliothek and Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin, will host an invitational meeting on technical issues related to translations of the Dewey Decimal Classification (DDC) system on Saturday, August 2, 2003, at Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin.  The meeting will include an update on the status of the English-language standard edition and current translations, and the presentation of revised translation guidelines for DDC 22 and Abridged Edition 14.  Participants will discuss use of translations in national bibliographies and on subject gateways, database management systems and representation formats for translations, models for sharing extensions and built numbers across translations and the English-language standard edition, models for associating other terminologies with the DDC, and priorities for future extensions and updates to the English-language standard edition.  Participants will also discuss the best method of soliciting ongoing advice from translation teams.  For more information, please contact Joan S. The Music Library Association Subject Access Subcommittee plans to sponsor a pre-conference workshop to be held in conjunction with the annual MLA conference in Washington, D.C., in February 2004.  Preliminary plans now call for a morning session of approximate three hours that will cover subject analysis, LCSH, subject cataloging tools.  Lynn El-Hoshy of the Library of Congress will lead this morning session.  The focus will be on four areas: 1) performing subject analysis of library materials; 2) assigning Library of Congress Subject Headings; 3) understanding the basic structure and principles of the Library of Congress Subject Headings system and the various elements of subject authority records; and 4) becoming familiar with the basic documentation that supports Library of Congress Subject Headings and library of Congress Classification.  Examples will be drawn from areas of interest to catalogers of music materials and emphasis will be placed on those general concerns and issues brought up in questions submitted by participants in advance of the seminar.

Two sessions in the afternoon will focus specifically on the music instruction sheets in the Subject Cataloging Manual: Subject Headings and Subject headings and subdivisions for musical works, emphasizing the use of patterns to construct headings containing medium of performance.  Instructors for the two afternoon sessions are J. Bradford Young of the University of Pennsylvania and Geraldine Ostrove of the Library of Congress.

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The FAST Project

Faceted Application of Subject Terminology (FAST) is a new subject heading schema derived from the Library of Congress Subject Headings (LCSH). FAST uses a simplified syntax while retaining the rich vocabulary of LCSH. With the simplified syntax, FAST can be used by personnel without extensive training. FAST is upward compatibility with LCSH; any valid set of LC subject headings can be converted to FAST headings.

FAST consists of eight distinct facets: Topical, Geographic (Place), Personal Name, Corporate Name, Form (Type, Genre), Chronlogical (Time, Period), Title, and Meeting Name. The personal and corporate facets are limited to their use as subjects and do not include name-title entries. FAST headings have been established for all facets except title and meeting names that will be included in the next phase of the development. Report from the Cataloging Advisory Committee, Art Libraries Society of North America (ARLIS/NA):
Subject and classification issues under consideration by the Committee include:

1. Proposal to move headings for buildings from the subject file to the name file

The Committee's proposal to move buildings from the subject file to the name file was returned by the CPSO with a request that the Committee provide evidence justifying the coding of buildings as corporate bodies. The CAC is currently working on a revised proposal.

2. NH schedule for photography

A working group of the CAC is examining and revising NH Classification for Photography, an alternative classification system to TR, which was published in 1974 by ARLIS/NA.

3. Guidelines for subject cataloging of material on architecture

In a discussion following an excellent workshop on "Descriptive and Subject Cataloging for Art Materials" given by LC staff at our conference in Baltimore, ARLIS members requested that guidelines for cataloging material about architecture be added to the Subject Cataloging Manual. The Committee has offered to provide suggestions for topics to be covered in the guidelines.

4. Guidelines for cataloging exhibition documentation

The Committee is working on guidelines for cataloging exhibition documentation. The guidelines would focus on problematic areas, rather than providing a stand-alone guide like Art exhibition documentation in libraries : cataloguing guidelines, which was recently published byARLIS/UK & Ireland. The guidelines would include a section on subject access to exhibition documentation.

This program will provide an opportunity to bring a significant topic, with both multicultural and international impact, to national-level attention. The importance of collection development for user groups beyond native English speakers has often been emphasized, but the parallel issues in catalog access are much more rarely addressed.

We will start with a survey of current and historical obstacles to providing subject and classification access to Spanish-speaking patrons. Many North American libraries have made efforts to provide materials in Spanish, of good quality and a wide scope. However, access through the catalog has been hindered, because most access points are still only provided in English.

A number of efforts have been undertaken in recent decades, either to produce culturally appropriate Spanish translations of the Library of Congress Subject Headings, or to develop other subject access thesauri, in order to provide Spanish-language access in local libraries. These efforts have not necessarily been coordinated, however, and there is the additional condition that library users of different national origins may require different equivalent terms. (For example, where in one country "guagua" means "baby" in another it means "bus.") The question of what Spanish-speaking citizens or residents of the United States require is connected, in this way, with that of providing subject access for an international audience. There is presently lacking an international Spanish language authority file which would help to pull these efforts together.

Major topics may include:

1) A survey of current/historical obstacles to subject/classification access

2) Review of translation/thesaurus development work done. Vivian Pisano (San Francisco Public Library), one of the leading figures in this area, has agreed to speak on this.

3) A discussion of the Spanish translation of the Dewey Decimal Classification
4) Presentation of an international project: a subject authority file based on LCSH, currently being developed at El Colegio de Mexico.

Other topics are possible, and there is a plethora of potential speakers available. An initial inquiry made on the REFORMA email discussion list elicited a number of enthusiastic responses. We believe that this program will be well-attended: it is particularly appropriate for a conference in Orlando, and will also be well-timed with regard to the 2004 IFLA conference in Buenos Aires.

We will encourage speakers to discuss the "user experience" as part of their presentations. We will also seek a bilingual moderator for the panel, and intend to take questions from the audience in either Spanish or English.

One note on our title: we consider it crucial to have a program title which features Spanish prominently. The use of “SALSA” as capitalized is not an acronym, but an attention-getting pun. We understand that, normally, the substantive portion of the title is given first. In this case, however, we think it essential that the title element in Spanish must be given as the first element. We believe that, for purposes of promoting the program, an ALCTS program listing which begins in Spanish will be a real plus.
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Report of the SAC Representative to the NISO Advisory Group for the Revision of  NISO Standard Z39.19

NISO has charged a committee to review ANSI/NISO standard Z39.19, Guidelines for the Construction, Format, and Management of Monolingual Thesauri.  The committee has been meeting monthly since January via conference calls to work on plans for the revision and to review draft documents.  The charge encourages the committee to expand the scope of the current standard to cover a variety of controlled vocabulary tools in addition to thesauri, including synonym rings, taxonomies, and vocabularies intended for browsing as well as searching.  Discussions so far have focused on:

  a.. developing an outline for the revised standard 

  b.. determining how to address vocabulary differences among different user communities (e.g., the indexing community's use of "tagging" for the concept that librarians would call "indexing" or "assigning headings") 

  c.. defining the scope of the expanded document, and how the additional tools and functions to be included resemble and differ from one another.

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PCC Task Group on SACO Program Development

Report from the SAC Liaison, Lori Robare

Annual Conference 2003, Toronto

The PCC Task Group on SACO Program Development was formed and received its charge in February 2003.  A preliminary report was due at ALA Annual in Toronto and a final report is due in November.  The preliminary report of the group is attached.  Here is a brief summary of some of the highlights of the report.

The group’s charge grew out of discussions at the November 2002 PCC Policy Committee and followed a commissioned study at the Library of Congress by Charles Fenly in July 2002.  The group was charged:

· To identify institutional/participant needs to facilitate subject proposal contributions for inclusion in LCSH

· To recommend parameters for membership in SACO

· To propose a list of responsibilities that accompany SACO membership, both from the PCC and the participant perspective

Task Force members are: Jimmie Lundgren (Chair), Janet Ashton, Linda Gabel, Mary Charles Lasater, Lori Robare, Adam Schiff, Susan Summer, Hugh Taylor, Tom Yee and Joe Zeeman.

The preliminary report includes the following recommendations:

· Develop a utility-based submission and distribution option for subject heading proposals through both RLIN and OCLC.

· Define responsibilities for institutional membership in SACO, including acceptance of LCSH policies and contribution of at least 5 proposals each year.  Outline the responsibilites of membership in a letter to participants, requesting an institutional commitment from those who choose to be members in this new context.  Members would have access to the utility-based method of submission.   Other institutions could continue to contribute proposals using the web form or fax, but would be considered “SACO Contributors” rather than “SACO Members.”

· Continue to develop training for SACO, especially web-based training.

· Broaden use of SACO discussion list for sharing and peer consultation.

· Develop provisions for updating the contents of the SACO Participants’ Manual.

Task Group plan for continuing work:

· Outline a SACO training scenario, including what responsibilities the PCC has in providing/sharing the existing subject cataloging documentation or some which might be newly developed.

· Suggest a mechanism for facilitating the contribution and distribution of subject proposals among subject trainers and training institutions for internal review, for final review by LC editorial review staff, and for distribution of approved headings to the community at large.

· Identify whose responsibility it should be to implement each of the elements described.
