■ Introductions

M. Page welcomed Executive Committee members and guests to the meeting. Everyone introduced himself or herself.

■ Chair's report

M. Page reported on the first ALCTS Board Meeting of the 2004 Midwinter Conference. She announced that a new version of the ALCTS bylaws is now posted on the ALCTS Web site. B. Schottlaender is interested presenting one-time presidential citations to outstanding individuals and requests that possible names be sent to him. Charles Wilt, ALCTS Executive Director, is developing a database that list non-ALCTS continuing education workshops and Web courses. Rosann Barzirjian is chairing the search committee for the new editor of Library Research & Technical Services. Leaders in ALCTS will have a retreat at the 2004 Annual Conference to work on the Strategic Plan.

■ Discussion of the Worst Title Change Awards

M. Page reported that concern had been raised about the Worst Title Change Awards after the 2003 presentation of the awards. The Serials Section’s Executive Committee discussed if the award had outlived its usefulness. They also discussed ways that the awards might be presented in a more positive manner. Some Committee members stated that they enjoyed the humor of the awards’ presentation and looked forward to sharing the report of the awards with their staff. The Committee did not reach a consensus on what action to take. They agree to discuss the issue at the conference’s second Serials Section’s Executive Committee meeting.

■ NASIG/Serials Section Taskforce

M. Page announced that a taskforce would be formed to explore the synergies between NASIG and the Serials Section. The task force will be made up of three representatives from each group. Its report should be complete in time for the 2005 midwinter meetings of both groups.

■ Discussion of Committee members’ attendance 

D. Sun reported that for a variety of reasons members of various section committees are unable to attend committee meetings. Their institutions may not provide them with financial support to attend the conference. Others may attend ALA but have a scheduling conflict and not be able to attend a committee meeting. The Serials Section’s Executive Committee discussed the possibilities of virtual membership. Attendance is expected at meeting. However, the Internet and other technologies make virtual membership more possible than it might have been in the past. If virtual membership will or will not work for a committee is a judgment call. It provides opportunity for more people to be involved in the Serials Section. The Serial Section’s Executive Committee will continue discussing the possibilities of virtual membership over electronic mail.

■ Reports of Committee Chairs and Section Representatives to ALCTS Committees and the North American Serials Interest Group

□ Representative to ALCTS Planning Committee (T. Connell) (oral)

New liaisons were assigned from the ALCTS Planning Committee to division-level committees, and both the liaisons and the section representatives will make a concerted effort to update the Tactical Plan by mid-February 2004.

The ALCTS Strategic Plan “expires” in 2005. The Planning Committee developed a calendar for updating the Plan. A planning retreat will be held at the 2004 Annual Conference.

The Committee will draft a document with the goal of “demystifying planning”, providing some basic guidelines for planning and steps to help integrate planning into the everyday work of committees.

□ Representative to ALCTS Program Committee (C. Hepfer) (oral)

The Serials Section and the Acquisition Section will be sponsoring a program entitled, “Who is driving the E-resource Collection Bus?”. The Collection Management and Development Section is planning the program.

□ Representative to ALCTS Organization & Bylaws Committee (L. Osmus) (oral and written)

The Committee met twice during 2004 Midwinter Conference.  Committee members will be reviewing the ALCTS Manual, including the ALCTS Bylaws, to make the Manual more consistent and to organize it more logically.  A committee member volunteered to draft an initial revision for the Committee to discuss at the 2004 annual conference.  The Committee accepted reviews recommending renewal of two ALCTS committees, the Publications Committee and the Leadership Development Committee.

ALCTS Organization & Bylaws Committee members volunteered to conduct reviews of ten other committee and discussion group during 2004.  

□ Committee to Study Serials Standards Chair (S. Schmitt) (oral and written)

The Committee voted and approved a motion to add a new section on statistics standards to the Serials Standards Bibliography, an ALCTS publication. 

The Committee voted and approved a recommendation to affirm ANSI/NISO Z39.71-1999 – Holdings Statements for Bibliographic Items.  A memo was written and submitted to Betty Landesman, ALA representative to NISO, indicating the Committee’s recommendation and opinions. 

The Committee was briefed on anticipated developments and potential changes regarding the ISSN standard. The CSSS will monitor the proposals for this standard closely. 

The Committee continued planning for the Serials Standards Update Forum program at the 2004 Annual Conference. The program speakers are Marilyn Geller, Diane Hillman, Priscilla Caplan, and Oliver Pesch.

The Committee discussed its proposal for a daylong symposium on standards at the 2005 Midwinter Conference. The CSSS presented the proposal to the ALCTS Program Committee at the Midwinter Conference.

ALCTS Strategic Plan Updates:

Goal 1, Objective 1 through Objective 3 – The CSSS continues to monitor and make available information about library standards, specifically in regards to serial work.  The Committee has expanded its scope to include statistical standards information.

Goal 1, Objective 3 and Objective 4 – The CSSS encouraged the promotion and use of ANSI/NISO Z39.71-1999 by voting to recommend the reaffirmation of the standard and its application. 

Goal 6, Objective 4 – The CSSS has identified and proposed two program on standards and both proposals have been accepted and are scheduled.

□ Representative to North American Serials Interest Group (C. Foster) (oral and written)

The 2004 NASIG Conference holds many changes and traditions. "Growth, Creativity, and Collaboration: Great Visions on a Great Lake" is the theme for the June 17-20, 2004 meeting in Milwaukee at the historic Hilton Milwaukee Center Hotel. The opening session will be at the Milwaukee Public Library. Conference information in updated frequently and is available on the NASIG Website. Registration costs will be less for members than for non-members. This tiered approach for registration costs is new this year.

Pam Cipkowski and Denise Novak are the Conference Planning Committee co-chairs.  Emily McElroy and Marilyn Geller are the Program Planning Committee co-chairs. The program sessions have been renamed "Vision," "Strategy" and "Tactics." Product demonstrations on a particular product or product area will offer vendors a chance to share information in a focused way. Three pre-conferences will be held at Marquette University. Another change for the 2004 conference is a reduction in the number of student grants from five to three in order to remain fiscally healthy.

The online NASIG newsletter has been enhanced with digitized photographs, which make the reading all the more interesting plus no username or password is needed to access it. The newsletter editor is now an ex-officio, non-voting board member, a move, which formalizes a provision already allowed in the bylaws.

NASIG has signed an agreement with the University of Illinois-Urbana-Champaign to house NASIG's print archives. NASIG's Archivist must still retain the interest group's memorabilia.

Activity on NASIG-L has been dynamic this season with discussions about specific points of the Strategic Plan and the forthcoming conference, particularly regarding site selection. 

Membership remains steady. As of October 10, 2003, NASIG had 1,338 members.

□ Education Committee Chair (D. Sun) (oral)

The Committee continued planning for its 2004 annual conference program. The topic of the program is journal archives projects. The Committee is trying to find a co-sponsor for the program. 

The Committee continues to review its three syllabi. The cataloging syllabus will be revised to reflect recent changes in AACR.

Closed Session:

□ Bowker/Ulrich’s Serials Librarianship Award Committee (C. Myall reporting for Chair Beverley Geer) (oral)

The Committee received three strong nominations for the award and recommends Pamela Bluh, Associate Director for Technical Services & Administration at the University of Maryland’s School of Law, for this year’s award, for her many contributions in the development of best practices in serials librarianship and her multi-faceted influence on the serials profession.

□ First Step Award Committee Chair (K. Darling) (oral and written)

The Committee recommends Vickie Melicher, Serials Librarian at Ohio Wesleyan University for this year’s award. She has been employed at Ohio Wesleyan for two years and has already been active in serials activities in Ohio and is a member of several serials list serves and NASIG. She demonstrates a commitment to professional development in the serials field.

Committee members would like to offer some mentoring to the others who applied for the award by making them aware of other opportunities. 

□ Nominating Committee Chair (J. Radencich) (oral and written)

Over e-mail, the Committee members identified and selected candidates for Vice-Chair/Chair-Elect and Member-At-Large. The candidates’ names have been submitted to the ALCTS Office.

⁯ Representative to the ALCTS Nominating Committee (J. Radencich) (oral and written)

The Committee has identified and selected candidates for ALCTS Vice President/President-Elect, ALCTS Member-at-Large, and Council of Regional Groups Chair. The candidates’ names have been submitted to the ALCTS Office.

The meeting adjourned at 11:35 am.

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■ Introductions

M. Page welcomed Executive Committee members and guests to the meeting. Everyone introduced himself or herself.

■ Reports of Committee Chairs and Section Representatives to ALCTS Committees

□ Representative to the ALCTS Membership Committee (J. Belanger) (oral and written)

B. Schottlaender and Carol Pitts Diedrichs, ALCTS President-Elect, attended the beginning of the Committee’s meeting to discuss the planning for Action Plan 2010. ALCT is gearing up to revise their strategic plan and will be holding a strategic planning retreat before the 2004 Annual Conference.  Members of all ALCTS level committees, section chairs and the ALCTS Board are invited and should plan to attend the retreat.  Some of the issues that will be considered that may impact on Membership are virtual membership, support staff issues and continuing education. B. Schottlaender asked the Committee to put planning for a five-year plan on its agenda.

Kristen Ahlen reported that by monitoring “Next Gen” discussion lists she has learned that more young librarians and library students would consider joining ALA if an automatic salary deduction plan was available. B. Schottlaender supported this idea. The Committee agreed to send a recommendation to the ALCTS Board endorsing the idea that ALA should support automatic monthly payment plan for ALA dues.  

The Committee is targeting several untapped constituencies for major recruiting efforts and has been preparing brochure text to present how ALCTS might serve these groups. Cherie Madarash-Hill, Michele Crump, and J. Belanger prepared the brochure for recruitment of library school students. The Committee accepted the brochure. It should be ready for distribution by the time of the annual conference. 

Committee members have contacted library schools in their areas and in areas near upcoming ALA conferences to provide information about ALCTS and to see if the library schools have career days or professional development programs where ALCTS can be promoted. Committee members provided K. Ahlen with a list of schools where they were either successful in finding opportunities to promote ALCTS or schools that were interested in obtaining flyers and membership forms but had no formal meetings. Liaisons were asked to go back to their Section’s Executive Committees and see if they would volunteer or could recommend other Section members who might be willing to contact schools.

The Committee also began planning for the ALCTS booth for 2004 ALA Annual Conference. The booth will be located in the exhibit hall. Vanda Carnes and J. Belanger volunteer to coordinate the staffing and the management of the booth. Other committee members volunteered to post announcements to various discussion lists. In late March, announcements will be posted to recruit members to help with staffing the booth.

The Committee recommended that the ALCTS Board endorse continuation of the present reduced fee structure for library support staff beyond the successful pilot project. Manuel Urrizola, Chair of the ALCTS Membership Committee, reported that the ALCTS Board has endorsed the recommendation. It now needs to be approved by the ALA Membership Committee and then by ALA Council before it voted on by the ALA membership.

K. Ahlen asked the Committee if any parts of the ALCTS Web site should be made available to “members only.” She wondered if ALCTS Newsletter Online should remain free and open to the public or if it should be made available to members only. The Committee felt no content of the ALCTS Web site needed to be limited to members only.

Committee members felt the ALCTS membership reception at Midwinter went well but was under attended. They discussed better ways of publicizing the reception in the future. 

□  Representative to the Committee on Cataloging : Description and Access (D. Van Hoy) (oral and written)

Matthew Beacom, the ALA representative to the Joint Steering Committee for the Revision of AACR, made several announcements.

● Text of the rules for the 2004 update package for AACR2 must be submitted to the Joint Steering Committee for AACR (JSC) in Jan. 2004.  After three cycles of review by the national libraries, the final text goes to the printer. Update is  scheduled to be published in summer 2004. 

● April 19-22, 2004, the next JSC meeting will be held in Ottawa, Ontario Canada. Part of the meeting will be held jointly with the Committee of Principals of AACR (CoP). Together the CoP and the JSC will begin discussion (planning, timeline etc.) of a new edition of AACR (AACR3). The other significant items on the JSC meeting agenda will be:

○ Review and analysis of the work done by the CC: DA Task Force on Consistency in its reconceptualizing of Part 1 of AACR. JSC will study a protype for a reconceptualized Part 1 prepared by that Task Force.  

○ Review work on a new AACR Part 3 covering authority control. 

○ Examine the CILIP/British Library paper on seriality of multipart works and all comments made in response to that paper.

○ Further consider the incorporation of FRBR terminology into AACR, discussing all work done to date, including FRBR-related revisions to the glossary of AACR.

● In his oral comments related to work of the JSC, M. Beacom stated that the 2004 update package could turn out to be the last package of amendments to AACR2 (though there might possibly be one more package in 2005), as the work of the JSC is tending more to dealing with the preliminary planning for a new edition of AACR. As for how long it might be before AACR3 materializes, M. Beacom suggested possibly four years, a statement he was careful to a qualify as a “figure taken out of thin air.”

CC:DA and the Machine-Readable Bibliographic Information Committee (MARBI) will be cosponsoring a pre-conference on FRBR at the 2004 ALA Annual Conference. The pre-conference’s title is “Back to the Future: Understanding the Functional Requirements of Bibliographic Records (FRBR) Model and Its Impact on Users, OPACs, and Knowledge Organization.” Pre-conference speakers will include Allyson Caryle (University of Washington), Barbara Tillett (Library of Congress), Glenn Patton (OCLC), Tom Delsey (consultant), Vinod Chachra (VTLS), Sally McCallum (LC), Jennifer Bowen (University of Rochester), Diane Visine-Goetz (OCLC), Olivia Madison (Iowa State University), and an individual yet to be announced who will address FRBR and its relationship to serials.

The CC:DA Task Force on Rule 21.0D submitted its final report, recommending that AACR2 21.0D1 (Designations of function) be revised  and that its corresponding LCRI be rescinded.   These changes, if adopted, would have the effect of reinstating the addition of function terms (e.g., ed. (for editor), ill. (illustrator), tr. (translator)) to certain headings used in bibliographic records.  Recent discussions on FRBR and practices in other metadata standards were each partially responsible for prompting review of AACR2-related practices.

CC:DA endorsed a proposal for revision of AACR2 Appendix A, on capitalization of German. The proposal would bring AACR practice in line with a new set of rules for German orthography (including capitalization) that was officially accepted by the governments of German-speaking nations in July 1996. The new orthography, an optional practice since August 1, 1998, is scheduled to become official practice on August 1, 2005.  A search through the existing German examples utilized in AACR2 yielded none requiring revision to be compatible with the new orthography.

The CC:DA Task Force on Consistency across Part I of AACR2 (Chair is John Attig, Pennsylvania State University) continued to conduct its thorough and methodical review of the specific rules of AACR2. Since ALA Annual 2003, the task force has been examining the provisions of Area 7 (Notes). It continued with its area-by-area evaluation of the consistency of the rules across all chapters in Part 1. It is also aiming to shift non-chapter-specific material (rules, examples, etc.) from Chapter 2 through 12 into the basic Chapter 1. The merger of non-unique provisions into the basic chapter would lead to a more-streamlined AACR, an AACR were all catalogers would consult one basic chapter before moving on to carrier-specific (e.g., sound recordings) chapters when necessary, and an AACR that would be simpler to maintain without inconsistencies creeping back in.

Because the proposals for Area 7 were not yet complete (Area 7 contains more rules than any other AACR2 area) it was decided that a list of proposals would not be submitted by CC:DA to the JSC at this time. Instead a more complete proposal is expected to be submitted to the JSC after the 2004 ALA Annual Meeting, in time for the JSC’s September 2004 meeting. The Task force’s draft prototype of a revised Part 1 of AACR that was discussed at CC:DA will be submitted to JSC for review at its April 2004 meeting.

On December 5, 2003, the ALCTS Publications Committee recommended that “Differences Between, Changes Within: Guidelines on When to Create a New Record,” produced by the CC:DA Task Force on an Appendix of Major and Minor Changes, be published on the ALCTS Web site as a members only online publication, and that it be published also as a print title for sale through ALCTS. Because the guidelines would have to remain consistent with AACR itself, a mechanism for keeping the publication up to date was seen as necessary. The ALCTS Cataloging and Classification Section Executive Committee directed CC:DA to appoint a task force to monitor and maintain the contents of the publication.

□ Acquisitions Committee Chair (E. McElroy) (oral and written) 

The ALCTS Publication Committee will review the glossary supplement after the Midwinter conference. Sandy Srivastava and E. McElroy will continue to work with B. Alan, Representative to the ALCTS Publications Committee, on the glossary supplement. 

B. Alan has asked the Committee to review the Guidelines for Handling Library Orders for Serials and Periodicals. The publication has not been revised since 1992 and does not include any mention of electronic resources.  S. Srivastava will work with the ALCTS Publications Committee in reviewing the publication.

The Committee is exploring various topics for a program at the 2005 Annual Conference. M. Page suggested using the Guidelines revision as a potential launching point for a program.   Possible program ideas revolved around the idea of the changing role of serials acquisitions and its impact.  The Committee envisions a program that would take a broad view of what is involved in the acquisition and management of electronic resources.  Evaluating the relationships between libraries, vendors and publishers would play a part as well as the relationships between acquisitions, collection development, systems and public services that may not have existed before.  The Committee plans to present its program idea to the ALCTS Program Committee and Executive Board at the 2004 Annual Conference. Nancy Fleck and Marie Seymour-Green will take leadership roles in planning for the program.

Committee members would like to change the Committee’s Annual Conference meeting time to Monday afternoons in 2005.  They would also like other Serials Section programs to not take place at the same time as the all-section committee meetings on Saturday mornings at Midwinter.  The committee feels that this time should be a no-conflict time so committee members can attend discussion groups.

S. Davis suggested that the Serials Section have a liaison to the Acquisitions Section.

ACTION: The Executive Committee will discuss having a liaison over email.

□ Committee to Study Serials Cataloging Chair (E. Dickerson) (oral)

The Committee met on January 10th and 14th.

At the January 10th meeting, CSSC worked on its plans for its 2004 ALA annual conference program. The title of the program is “Now That We Have Revised Chapter 12, Where Do We Go from Here?” It is scheduled for Monday, June 28, 2004, 1:30pm to 4:30pm. The speakers and topics are Regina Reynolds speaking on the future of serials cataloging speaking; Barbara Tillett speaking on AACR3 and serials; and Ed Jones speaking on Functional Requirements of Bibliographic Records as applied to serials.

Committee members discussed ANSI/NISO Z39.71-1999, Holdings Statements for Bibliographic Items, which is up for review. They affirmed the standard. They suggested corrections of errors and inconsistencies. CSSC suggested that consistency or harmonization of the standard with AACR2r would facilitate training and implementation of the standard.

Committee members discussed the need to post the minutes of CSSC of the Serials Section’s Web site in a timely manner.  The report or summary of meetings is published in ALCTS Newsletter Online.  The summary of the CSSC’s  2003 ALA Annual Conference meetings were published by NASIG before ALCTS. The Committee would like to see them posted or published by ALCTS first.

Committee members considered revising CSSC’s charge and its name. They discussed dropping “study” from the Committee’s name since the Committee does not study serials cataloging. A larger role of the Committee is in disseminating information. Committee members also proposed changing the Committee’s name to Continuing Resources Cataloging Committee. This name change would incorporate integrating resources.  The Committee agreed to pursue changing its charge and its name. It will discuss the issues over email. E. Dickerson will submit a proposal to the Executive Board.

At the January 14th meeting, Regina Reynolds reported on activities of the Library of Congress and the ISSN Centers. Les Hawkins, the new CONSER Program Coordinator, reported on CONSER activities. He introduced Hien Nguyen, the new CONSER Program Specialist. D. Van Hoy delivered the CC:DA report. 

E. Dickerson facilitated discussion on three different topics. The topics were major and minor rules found in Chapter 21 of AACR2, 2002 revision; aggregator neutral records for electronic resources; and integrating resources.

□ Discussion of the Worst Title Change Awards

B. Schottlaender and C. Diedrichs met with the Serial Section Executive Committee to continue the discussion about the Worst Title Change Awards. The Committee reviewed the process for soliciting for nominations and writing up the script for the awards. 

Action: The Serials Section’s Executive Committee agreed to continue the discussion of the issue over email and to bring recommendations to the 2004 Annual Conference.

□ Policy, Research and Publication Committee Chair (A. Doyle) (oral)

The following motion was made and passed by the Serials Section’s Executive Committee. M. Page will take the motion to the ALCTS Board meeting for approval

● To divide the Policy, Research and Publication Committee into two committees, the Research and Publication Committee and the Policy Planning Committee.

The Committee is trying to find someone to coordinate its 2005 annual conference program, “The Serials Pig in the Aggregators’ Poke IV.” 

The Committee has begun its review of discussion groups versus interest groups and its impact on the Serials Section. Because of a recent bylaws change, ALCTS and its sections can now have interest groups. 

□ Representative to ALCTS Education Committee (L. Smith Griffin) (oral and written)

The Committee will review, revise, and update the ALCTS Education Policy Statement. A draft copy should be available by the 2004 Annual Conference.

Representatives highlighted educational initiatives in their section. 

● The Preservation and Reformatting Section’s Preservation Education Directory will be posted on the ALCTS Web site following the completion of some minor revisions. 

● The Collection Management and Development Section’s executive Committee is recommending developing a collection management institute. A similar institute was held sometime in the early 1990s. 

● The representative from the Council of Regional Groups reported the Affiliate Directory was still not available. The Speakers Bureau information is expected to appear on the Web after the Midwinter Conference. October 8, 2003 to January 6, 2004, CRG conducted a survey of affiliates programming. The survey found that cataloging was the most popular type of program. Workflow, management, and organizational issues came in second favorite type of program. 

●The Cataloging and Classification Section has started a mentoring program. The 

●Acquisition Section is expanding the WEB CT course. At this point, the section is not sure what they will call the course or what additional areas will be covered.

B. Schottlaender met with the Committee. He emphasized the ALCLTS Executive Board’s availability and support of the Education Committee’s continuing education offerings. He reported that ALCTS is gearing up to revise its strategic plan. The Education Committee will play an important role in helping ALCTS revised its plan.  

□ Representative to ALCTS Budget & Finance Committee (S. Davis) (oral)

C. Wilt reported that at the end of October 2003, the ALCTS budget deficit was $60,500. While revenues were good, there were one time expenses and unbudgeted (but not unexpected) items. Among these were a Web site conversion project, carry-overs from fiscal year 2002, and outstanding invoices for the North American Title Count.  ALCTS lost money at the 2003 annual conference in Toronto.

A dues increase is under consideration for ALCTS. The subscription price may also increase for Library Resources & Technical Services. 

Attendance at pre-conferences used to average about 100. The current average attendance is only 40 to 50. Planners need to target for fewer attendees and fewer speakers. ALCTS is looking into planning in half-day modules for its pre-conferences. An individual would have the flexibility to attend only portions of a pre-conference. 

The Committee met with the ALCTS Program Committee chair and discussed ways to limit outside speaker fees. Program planners are encouraged to select speakers who are ALA members before choosing non-ALA members.

□ Representative to ALCTS Publications Committee (B. Alan) (oral and written)

ALCTS has two online publications which are available free of charge to anyone. “Differences Between, Changes Within: Guidelines on When to Create a New Record” was posted on the ALCTS web site on November 6, 2003. The “Preservation Education Directory” will be posted following the completion of some minor revisions.

The ALCTS Organization & Bylaws Committee recommended that a subcommittee of the ALCTS Publications Committee be responsible for the editing of Library Material Price Index. The Publications Committee will recommend to the ALCTS Board instead that they appoint an editor who will report directly to the Board and be an ex-officio member of ALCTS Publications.

The ALCTS Publications Committee will review the Glossary supplement of the Serials Section during February 2004.

The ALCTS Publications Committee strongly endorses continuing to provide free access to ALCTS Newsletter Online.  The newsletter may also begin accepting advertising to generate income.

ALCTS Publishing supports making Library Resources & Technical Services and other publications available electronically. ALA has been slow to move towards electronic publications. Peggy Johnson, interim editor of LRTS, encourages everyone to submit articles and to think about articles at the beginning of the program planning process. The number of submissions has increased but needs a better balance. The majority of submissions are cataloging related topics.

“Catalog to Gateway”, “Knowledge without Boundaries”, and a managing electronic resources symposium are planned as part of the Paper series in 2004. P. Bluh is also developing a writer’s tip sheet to de-mystify the writing process.

The ALCTS Publishing Committee will draft definitions (informal, formal, and administrative) of Web publications to submit to the Board for its consideration. 

Acceptable progress has been made on publishing goals. However, there continues to be a need for more manuscripts and proposals. B. Alan has been in contact with Serials Section’s program chairs to urge them to consider publishing the program’s papers.

The North American Title Count is not an income generator and the number of participants continues to decline.  The ALCTS Publishing Committee will recommend to the Board that the publication be referred to the Collection Management and Development Section to decide if and how to continue given there are other commercial products (e.g. OCLC) available.

The Serials Section publication, What‘s in a Name?, is up for review this year.
