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Summary of Actions

1. Announcements:
Deb McKern resigned as chair, effective this meeting because of changes in her position at Library of Congress. She is now Baseline Inventory Program Director. Carol Unger agreed to chair the committee for the remainder of Deb's term. Carol has just joined the Library of Congress in the Integrated Library System Program Office. 

2. Karen Anspach stopped by to ask if there was interest in the Z39.76 Binding Data Elements Standard which is up for review. It appears that no one is using it. However, the committee felt that it was important to have this information defined for binders and automation vendors and that the standard should not be dropped. Carol Unger will talk to Karen about the future of the Z39.76. 

Deb McKern gave an update on the Delsey Preservation Modeling project at LC which is in its second phase. The process and information models developed for centralized preservation activities are being expanded to include decentralized activities through surveys of custodial divisions. The models and other documents are available at www.loc.gov/ils/dmckern.html.

Deb also reported on the paper "Standardizing Preservation Data & Communications" which she presented at the Moscow conference Preserving the Library Stocks: Partnership & Cooperation on November 23, 2001. At that conference, she met with Helen Shenton, head of preservation at the British Library to compare notes on BL systems analysis of preservation processing. Deb distributed to the Committee a 1 page summary diagram compiled by the BL group. While it is not yet clear how a collaborative effort might evolve, these efforts are very similar in nature.

It was recommended that Steve Chapman be asked to report to the Committee to update us on the status of the RLG preservation registry.

3. Ann Swartzell talked to the group about the need to add Committee Goals to the ALCTS Strategic Plan. The group discussed possible activities, including 

· collaboration with the ALCTS Catalog Form and Function Committee on a program related to preservation data 

· contacting the Preservation Management Committee about having the PARS DG as a forum for Preservation Management Systems, the ILS and the Delsey Preservation Modeling 

· working with library binders and the Binding DG to encourage the use of Z39.76 

· surveying and identifying existing software in use to track preservation data 

· complete revision of terms for use in 583 

It was noted that the Committee does not currently have an intern and would like to request that one be assigned.
