The documentary entitled "The Hollywood Librarian: Librarians in Cinema and Society," now filming, will be the first full-length film devoted to the lives and work of librarians and support staff; and

The appealing premise of the documentary is the inclusion of Hollywood motion picture clips of librarians in movies for comparison, contrast and humor, as well as to raise serious issues such as censorship and library funding; and

There are high expectations for this film's impact on the status, support, recruitment, retention, diversity and understanding of library work both within the library community and the minds of the general public; now, therefore, be it
