The IFRT Executive Committee has approved the following changes to the IFRT Bylaws.  Round table members are asked to approve these changes at this time.

Publications Committee: Article IV, Section 4, I.
The name of the Publications Committee will be changed to the Publications & Communications Committee.
Rationale:  IFRT needs a standing committee to be responsible for using interactive and new technologies for communication with members, not just static communication in formal publications.

Additional Standing Committee: Article IV, Section 4, J.

The LeRoy C. Merritt Humanitarian Fund Promotion Committee will be added to the standing committees with the following description:
The LeRoy C. Merritt Humanitarian Fund Promotion Committee shall consist of at least three members, including the chair.  The committee shall consider ways to help promote general knowledge of the existence of the fund in order to help with outreach to potential grant recipients as well as to help encourage ongoing support from current and potential donors.

Rationale: The work of this ad hoc committee has been ongoing for several years and is needed on a continuing basis.
