1.  Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m.

a. Occasional Paper Proposal – The Executive Committee approved the proposed paper, titled, “Success by the Numbers: Statistics for Business Development” .  The proposal will now be forwarded on to the RUSA Publication Committee.

7.  Old Business:

b. Is the BRASS review finalized?  Kelly did not know, the review needs to be approved at the RUSA level. 
c. The Education Committee is looking for new initiatives. 
d. Report on the BRASS Institute.  There were 54 attendees and we only needed 21 to break even.  There were a variety of attendees, from public libraries, academic, corporate and library science students.  Most of the attendees were local.  Positive feedback was given.  RUSA has already asked BRASS to hold the institute again, possibly in Boston next year. 
8.  New Business:

a.                  Report from BRASS Executive Committee Planning Session:  
o       The Executive Committee made assignments among its members as to who would attend the various BRASS meetings over the conference.
o       Bobray gave a development report and we are in the 3rd year of the 3 year commitment from S&P.  Should we record the BRASS program again and make is available as a web cast?  BRASS is doing well in the money department.  
o       The Strategic Planning Committee created a plan that matches with the RUSA Planning Committee – it is an ongoing process.  Should we have an Ad Hoc Strategic Planning Committee after every review (every 5 years)?
o       BRASS Institute: RUSA wants BRASS to continue to offer this workshop.  The first time it was done, an ad hoc committee was formed to co-ordinate it, the 2nd time it was done, the chair of BRASS did the majority of the work.  A more formal structure is needed to continue to operate this workshop so the Executive Committee has charged the Education Committee with taking charge of putting on the this workshop.  BRASS may also want to look into offering a web based course.  The actual workshop and the web based course may compliment each other.
o       BRASS Orlando Program Planning Committee: The title is “Success by the Numbers: Statistics for Business Development”.  It will focus on International, National and State statistical sources.  The speakers will be Dr. Thomas Hult, Director, Michigan State University Center for Intl Business Education & Research; Paul Zeisset, Economic Planning & Coordination Division, Bureau of the Census; Susan Floyd, Program Director, Bureau of Business and Economic Research, U of Florida-Gainesville
