The committee-sponsored program, "Business Application of Geographic Information Systems” (GIS), held on Saturday July 8, 2000 from 2-4pm, was very successful.  It was a high-quality program with excellent speakers and content.  There were 45 people in attendance. The BRASS Discussion Group on Sunday July 9, 2000 (tomorrow) will focus on "the changing work environment of the business librarian."
