· The Great Fire, published by Scholastic Press, an imprint of Scholastic, detailing the myriad events that led to the catastrophic fire that destroyed much of Chicago in 1871

· The Long Road to Gettysburg, published by Clarion Books, an imprint of Houghton Mifflin Harcourt, offering perspectives of young soldiers on both sides of the Civil War and the events that culminated in the Gettysburg Address

· A Young Patriot: The American Revolution as Experienced by One Boy, published by Clarion Books, an imprint of Houghton Mifflin Harcourt, follows 15-year-old Joseph Plumb Martin, from his enlistment through the many battles and hardships of the American Revolution.
