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DOCLINE Development 
Scheduled for release in late January, DOCLINE 3.3 will deliver a more intuitive and efficient design for the Serial Holdings Report submission and review interface. While the interface will offer the same functionality, ILL staff should find it easier to use. Version 3.3 will also include a new email notification informing the supplying library that it has received a normal, rush, and/or urgent patient care request. 

In August 2007, NLM released DOCLINE 3.2, a largely technical upgrade that provided security enhancements to DOCLINE and Loansome Doc, accommodated recent changes to PubMed, and automatically activated a library's LinkOut icons upon login. In October, v. 3.2 was upgraded to Secure Sockets Layer (SSL) which increased system security and protects the privacy of patrons' personal information.
Open Access Mandate

In late December, President Bush signed an omnibus spending bill containing a provision requiring the National Institutes of Health (NIH) to mandate open access for NIH-funded research. All investigators funded by the NIH must, upon acceptance for publication, submit an electronic version of their final, peer-reviewed manuscript to NLM’s PubMed Central to be made publicly available no later than 12 months after the official date of publication. We expect to issue a policy shortly which would take effect at a later date, probably in early spring. NLM will publicize the policy as broadly as possible.

NLM Catalog
Two new limits were added to the NLM Catalog: “Publication Type” (PT) and “Links to Full Text.” Fifty more languages were added to the “Languages” limit.  Enhancements also include the ability to choose one or more selections under categories such as Languages, Material Types, etc. The Help documentation was revised and will be made available on NLM’s NCBI Bookshelf. Databases

NLM's online public access catalog, LocatorPlus, added a new search tab called "New to the Collections", which allows users to search for all items added to either the General Collections or the History of Medicine Division during the last 2 weeks, 4 weeks, 3 months, or 6 months, and to sort results by either author or title. 

The catalog records from the Prints and Photographs Collection images from the History of Medicine database are now searchable via LocatorPlus as a "Quick Limit Option". 

Two new special queries have been added to the collection of canned PubMed searches: health literacy and veterinary medicine. See http://www.nlm.nih.gov/bsd/special_queries.html for a directory of these and other topic-specific PubMed queries.

EFTS Price Increase 

Effective February 1, 2008, the transaction fee for lenders participating in the Electronic Funds Transfer System (EFTS) will increase from 3% to 5%. This will not affect borrowers. EFTS members are strongly encouraged to upload their transaction files by January 16, 2008 so that the new fee will not apply to earlier transactions. EFTS is a transaction-based electronic billing system for interlibrary loan and document delivery services. It has over 1200 international members, many of them DOCLINE participants, and is operated by the University of Connecticut Health Center. Addition of Cyrillic Medical Materials Donated from Harvard University

NLM completed the review of approximately 1144 older Cyrillic and other Slavic medical publications which were donated to NLM after being withdrawn from the Countway Library of Medicine at Harvard University. More than a third of the items were added to the Library’s collections either as new titles or additional copies. The majority of publications were in Russian and Ukrainian; but quite a few were in Old Russian; and some were in German, French, Bulgarian, Hungarian, Polish, and Serbo-Croatian. Among the collection were several volumes that bore the signatures of authors from the Czarist era.
Citing Medicine Now Available on the NCBI Bookshelf

NLM is pleased to announce the publication of Citing Medicine: the NLM Style Guide for Authors, Editors, and Publishers on the National Center for Biotechnology Information (NCBI) Bookshelf. Citing Medicine provides guidance for citing twenty-six types of published and unpublished material, ranging from print books and journal articles to blogs and wikis. It updates and supersedes two previous NLM publications, National Library of Medicine Recommended Formats for Bibliographic Citation published in 1991 and its Internet Supplement published in 2001. 

The new edition covers more types of publications, includes easy to use directions for citing and more example citations than previous editions, and provides more introductory material for each type of publication. It is currently available in HTML at http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/sites/entrez - just click on “Books”. Citing Medicine will be printable in Adobe® Acrobat PDF format following release. 
Journals Working Group

NLM formed a working group to address the increasing incidence of publications which have differences between their electronic and print editions, thereby causing problems with article identification and retrieval, as well as interlibrary loan. The group presented its final report to NLM management in October 2007. The recommendations focused on 4 areas: 1) Information needed by users—where and how that should be recorded; 2) ILL issues—how to ensure users get the citations they are expecting, and how to fill requests when publishers restrict use of electronic formats; 3) Collection development issues—including preservation and archiving; 4) Working with publishers to develop best practice guidelines for conveying accurate information about electronic publications and ensuring their permanence. 
Cholera Online: A Modern Pandemic in Texts and Images

tNLM’sNLMTheThe History of Medicine Division at NLM is pleased to announce the launch of a new Web site featuring digitized historical literature on cholera. To date, NLM has digitized over 100 English-language pamphlets dating from 1817 to 1890 dealing with the cholera pandemics of that period. Only monographic items, such as pamphlets and separate volumes, were selected for this project. Altogether, the Library plans to digitize nearly 400 English-language items on cholera from its collections, making it one of the most comprehensive online collections of cholera literature available anywhere. NLM Launches New Web Search Engine

Oon October 11, 2007, NLM released a new search engine for Medline Plus, MedlinePlus en español, and the NLM web site. NLM selected search engine software from the Pittsburgh-based company Vivisimo®, which is also the current search solution for the www.usa.gov site (formerly FirstGov). 

The new search results feature enhanced relevance rankings and bold-face search words in context to help you select the best Web document for your query. An integrated spell checker suggests alternative search terms and spelling corrections. The new search engine also expands queries using synonyms specific to the sites and medical synonyms from the NLM Unified Medical Language System. 
NN/LM National Emergency Preparedness & Response Plan 
To help mitigate the impact of disasters on healthcare providers and their patients, the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM) is developing and will oversee an emergency preparedness and response plan to help NN/LM members maintain their information services in the event of a disaster. The overall plan is designed to provide a map that starts with preparedness and continues through emergency response procedures and that will serve all types of information organizations within NN/LM.
The preparedness section of the plan suggests a strategy for each network member to develop a comprehensive emergency response/disaster plan and to establish a “buddy” relationship with a library who can serve as a back-up to maintain services during a disaster. The emergency response section of the plan suggests a strategy for communicating among members and the NN/LM Regional Offices before and during an emergency, and a strategy for providing support for essential services among NN/LM members. The plan includes adapting emergency preparedness classes for NN/LM members and developing a toolkit and training resources that can be used by members of the NN/LM to facilitate their development of and participation in emergency preparedness activities. It also includes developing partnerships with national organizations and library networks, and working with community emergency respondents.  
Award of Serials Subscription Contract

NLM awarded a 5-year contract for subscription services and options services for licensing support to Swets Information Services for the years 2008-2012. The contract covers periodical subscriptions for the U.S, Canada, the U.K., Western Europe, Australia, New Zealand and selected other countries. The contract now covers over 9,000 orders and accounts for over 80% of serials expenditures.
Black and White MeSH Discontinued

NLM has discontinued printing of the Medical Subject Headings (Supplement to Index Medicus), sometimes known as the Black and White MeSH, due to the high cost of printing even a few copies of the book. The 2007 MeSH will continue to be available from the Government Printing Office until December 2008. NLM will make available a set of PDF files containing the various hierarchies. These will be formattted in such a way as to make printing them on 8 1/2" x 11" paper feasible, enabling a user to print out and review an entire tree easily. We encourage users to consult http://www.nlm.nih.gov/mesh for introductory material, information about how we update MEDLINE, links to downloadable files and the MeSH browser, and PDF files of the trees. 
PubMed Central Adds New Journals 

In the past 6 months, NLM has added the following titles to PubMed Central, its free digital archive of biomedical and life sciences journal literature. Any journal whose publication year began before the available full-text format will have their journal scanned by NLM under agreement with the Back Issue Scanning project.
