FTU Grievance Report

The twelve Florida Technological University librarians
who filed a grievance against the State University System in
August of last year had their claim denied and dismissed in
an arbitration decision rendered September 1, 1978, The arbi-
trator's ruling was based purely on procedural grounds and
refused to deal with a much broader question based on violation
of the article in the contract which prohibits discrimination
against any employee based upon sex and another one which pro-
vides for correction of salary inequities based upon sex.
However, the librarians have been encouraged by state and nat-
ional interest in the whole issue of comparable pay for com-
parable work and plans to carry on the battle for sex equity
salary adjustments for academic librarians in Floride.

The need for a center concerned with all aspects of ca-
reer development for women librarians has been identified in
a project co~sponsored by the University of Washington's Li-
brary.
